ABOUT THE DIVISION

The BNTU Scientific Library is the largest technical university library in the
Republic of Belarus with a universal fund for engineering, architecture, art, natural
sciences, etc.

For 100 years of its existence, the library has been providing educational and
research processes to the country's oldest technical university.

The BNTU Scientific Library service system includes 5 subscriptions, 10 reading
rooms, a KB-16 coworking space, an interlibrary subscription, and 18 cathedral
libraries. The Electronic Document Delivery Service (EDD) is functioning. For the
convenience of students, reading rooms are open in dormitories and remote
buildings.

Workplaces and library facilities have access to Wi-Fi and all information resources.

The Universal Fund (over 2 million copies) is represented in the Electronic Catalog
— these are scientific, educational, periodicals, technical regulatory legal acts
(TNPA), fiction. Special attention is paid to the formation of electronic resources of
its own generation.

The BNTU repository is an information resource containing more than 105,000
documents, including: full texts of journals, methodological guidelines and manuals,
monographs, textbooks and teaching aids, articles, abstracts of dissertations,
conference materials, curricula created at BNTU. Free access from anywhere in the
world to the full texts of documents, except for dissertations and R&D reports.

In 2021, the Local BNTU Electronic Library was launched for the first time. The
resource is unique primarily in that the bulk of books and articles are selected based
on the principle of accompanying educational programs in English. The collection
also includes Russian—Ilanguage sources, which are the most sought-after books
according to teachers and students.



The BNTU Scientific Journals portal is an open access journal.

BNTU's collection of electronic resources is complemented by acquired databases
of global importance.

The library staff develops its professional level and forms the information culture of
users. Great importance is attached to scientific communication and the promotion
of researchers' publication in high-quality peer-reviewed scientific journals of the
world level. Based on the principles of Open Science, the Scientific Library
promotes the popularization of publications by BNTU authors and the results of
their scientific activities. Thus, the library contributes to the advancement of BNTU
in the rankings of the best universities in the world. To arouse students' interest in
scientific work is one of the tasks of the staff, it is the library that helps open the
door to science.
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
