Belarus is actively engaged in the development of new international transport
corridors, which is especially important due to the increase in freight traffic be-
tween Asia and the EAEU countries for the creation of road service facilities,
provision of transport services and road traffic organization.

Continuous improvement of the transport system contributes to smooth and
safe movement of goods, as well as increased transit. The development of transit
capacity contributes to employment in transport and logistics because every year
more carriers give preference to the roads of the Republic of Belarus.
