Secondly, the
improvement of customs transit contributes to the acceleration of trade turnover,
which is especially important for countries with active foreign trade and transit
potential. An important component in the field of customs is customs transit.
Based on the geographical location of the Republic of Belarus, this customs pro-
cedure is in demand to this day. The Republic of Belarus has a predominant ter-
ritorial location and is a country connecting Western Europe and the Russian Fed-
eration, as well as the countries of Southeast Asia. Such transport corridors as the
Great Silk Road and 2 trans-European transport routes pass through the Republic
of Belarus [1].Based on the customs legislation of our country, it can be said that
customs transit is a customs procedure in accordance with which goods are trans-
ported (transported) from the customs authority of departure to the customs au-
thority of destination without paying customs duties, taxes, special, anti-dumping,
countervailing duties, subject to the conditions of placing goods under this cus-
toms procedure [2].

Customs transit is an important component of international trade, allowing
goods to be moved across the territories of different countries without paying cus-
toms duties and fees until they reach their final destination. The transit procedure
simplifies logistics and accelerates trade turnover, which is especially important
for companies engaged in foreign economic activity. Customs transit is widely
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
