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Based on global customs control experience the Republic of Belarus has
signed the Kyoto Convention, which provides for the use of risk analysis and risk
management systems in customs control. The use of the Risk Management
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System made it possible to increase the flow of goods with the same technical and
human resources, but at the same time to reduce time costs.

The Republic of Belarus has been meeting regularly with partner countries
since 2011 to unify risk profiles within the Customs Union. There is a system of
interaction between customs authorities of different countries. It is the Customs
Information System (KIS). Customs authorities have access to information on un-
scrupulous companies from other agencies. All this is entered into the system.
The system contains a database with information about potential or actual of-
fences committed by EU countries.

The European risk management system is helped by business data. If a carrier
or other member of the supply chain has done a poor job, the company can report
this information to Customs. Customs will monitor the situation and enter that
fact into the database. Poor performance can tarnish a company's image. This is
an incentive for a business to maintain a high level of customer service. A bad
reputation can increase customs costs. Belarusian customs can borrow similar ex-
perience. Efficient customs control depends on modernization of technical base
and diversity of information sources.

The risk zone management subsystem for efficient operation:

- should be free of human errors;

- checks data against violations of EEU customs legislation;

- works according to the principles of selectivity;

- must be self-training, improving the models of risk zones;

- be secretive about the rules for defining risk zones.

It is important to develop sustainable development forecasting plans for the
long term. There are four main areas of focus in a Customs forward-looking plan.
They are: trade facilitation and security; widespread use of the latest information
technologies for information exchange between customs authorities and partici-
pants in foreign economic activity; readiness to predict challenges and threats,
ensuring the protection of citizens, economic interests of the state; creating con-
ditions for unlocking the potential of human resources in the work process.

Reliable information technology makes it possible to monitor all stages of
customs operations. The electronic filing of customs documents promptly informs
customers about the stages of customs declaration.

The Customs Code of the Eurasian Economic Union allows a declarer to sub-
mit documents about goods electronically, which means that he does not have to
go to the customs clearance office. The information exchange with other govern-
ment services with instructions on the necessary control formalities allows risks
to be analyzed even before the cargo arrives at the customs office.

Remote marking of the release of goods and the use of logistical techniques is
an innovation to reduce the burden on officials. A technology has been developed
and is successfully used to make remote adjustments and additions to the
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information in the goods declaration. Every year the percentage of adjustments
grows and technologies of remote release are practiced. Experimental technology
is expanded from the Minsk regional customs to the rest of the customs of the
Republic of Belarus for greater efficiency.

Effective control is carried out to the level of professionalism of customs of-
ficials. High level of professionalism of customs officials can be achieved by uni-
versity education, advanced training courses and practice with the Unified Auto-
mated System of customs authorities, the ability to establish information ex-
change with the participants of foreign economic activity. Modern, high-tech in-
formation systems make it possible to use information promptly to reduce the
risks when people and goods pass customs control.
