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Summary.The plurality of meanings and ambivalence of the color red in Euro-
pean art were formed under the influence of historical, social and cultural condi-
tions of artistic eras. The many meanings of the color red contributed to their
unification into a single semantic model — a semantic field. Identifying the mean-
ings of the semantic field of red plays an important role in revealing the ideolog-
ical and figurative content of works of European art.
