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Summary. With the change and progress of the music dissemination method and
the updating of the audience's concepts and aesthetic interests, the "nationaliza-
tion" of Chinese animated film music is gradually merging with the "populariza-
tion" of music. As a pioneer, the Chinese animated film "Po Lin Lantern" has
broadened the single and simple creation mode of Chinese animated film music
in the past, and explored a mode of music creation that expands children’s music
to diversification, and blends nationalization and popularization through the ref-
erence to the successful experience of foreign animated film music, which has
been recognized and adopted by Chinese animated music producers.
