The current Russian word for Customs «tamozhnya»
originated in the times of the Mongol-Tatar yoke. The word
tamga, in Tatar, meant «a Customs tax, the official who
collected it, and the stamped seal or statement verifying that
it had been paid». Each market had its tamozhnya, and the
right to collect duties could be purchased from the State.
This right was often acquired by powerful merchants.




TEXT 1.1. HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

The history of the Belarusian Customs Service dates back to 1990s.
The Belarusian office of the USSR State Customs Control was
transformed into the State Customs Committee of the Republic of
Belarus. All the USSR Customs facilities that were stationed on the
territory of Belarus were brought under the supervision of the newly-
formed committee. That was the beginning of a new era in the history of
the Belarusian Customs Service, which saw it evolve into a law-
enforcement body defending economic interests of the country.

Historically, Belarus has always been a territory on the way of major
freight and passenger railway and motorcar transport flows from East to
West and from West to East of the European continent. After Belarus
gained sovereignty in 1991, it realized it had to place more effort in
guarding its economic interests and that was the main mission of
Customs authorities.

Before 1991, there were four Customs stations in Belarus with nearly
1,500 staff. Despite socio-economic difficulties the country faced after
gaining sovereignty, there was an urgent need to create an integrated
system of Customs Service within a short period of time in order to
ensure economic security of the sovereign state. The work on forging
Customs legislation started at that time.

A law «On the Fundamentals of Organization of the Customs Service
of the Republic of Belarus» was passed in 1992. The document
stipulated legal and organizational aspects of Customs service and
outlined its mission and goals which were aimed at protecting economic
interests of the state. Two documents were adopted at that time: the
Republic of Belarus State Customs Committee Regulations and the
Customs Service Charter.

In 1993, the Customs Code and a law «On Customs Tariff» were
passed. Since 1995, specialists have been working on unifying Customs
legislations of Belarus and Russia in the framework of the Customs
Union. On July 17, 1998 a new Customs Code of the Republic of
Belarus was introduced. It has become the major legal document
regulating the work of Belarusian Customs authorities. On February 2,
2000, new Republic of Belarus State Customs Committee Regulations
were adopted.



On July 1, 2002, a Commodity Nomenclature of Foreign Economic
Activity (CNFEA) of the Republic of Belarus was introduced. It had
been developed on the basis of a new (2002) wording of the Harmonized
Commodity Description and Coding System. The new nomenclature is
based on a ten-digit coding system. Such a classification allows to
specify commodity nomenclature giving an CNFEA individual code to
the goods which have the same names but different technical or
consumer properties.

TEXT 1.2. ABRIEF HISTORY OF THE RUSSIAN
CUSTOMS SERVICE

Russia's Customs Service is intertwined with the history of the
Russian state. The Russian Customs Service predates even the Mongol
Yoke (1237-1480). Some three centuries before, in Kievan Rus, taxes
were collected for the transportation of goods through the frontiers of its
individual princedoms. There were Mytnic Brigades, who were
responsible for the trading and transit of Myto Duties. At the end of the
XIlth century the Mytnic Brigades were replaced by Tamgachey
collectors of the Mongolian Khan Horde who collected the so-called
Tamgha Duty.

The Tamgha Duty proved to be one of the most profitable fees
collected and was calculated according to a commodity's value. Ever
since that time, this fee has come to be known as a Customs duty and its
place of collection — a Customs office.
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Revenue collection was entrusted to the Russian Principalities and by
the XIVth century the right to collect the duties and be Customs officials
could be inherited or purchased in some towns, villages and small
administrative settlements, the volosty.

Thus, Russia has had a Customs Service in some form for the past
1000 years. The Russian Customs Service has always targeted
smuggling. In the XVth and XVIIth centuries foreigners were often
found to be smuggling out of Russia secret maps of its territories and its
fortresses.

The Russian Customs Service has been much more than a force for
keeping out contraband. In fact, it has been a powerful administrative
organ, serving mainly protectionist leaders.

The first Russian Customs statute was handed down in 1667. It was
strict towards foreigners, who were allowed to trade only in frontier
towns on pain of confiscation. A special tsar's certificate was required
for trading further inside the country.

Such protectionism held away for most of the next 300 years. Every
tsar, from Peter the Great to Nicolas Il, approved laws limiting the
import of foreign goods and defending Russian producers.

Peter the Great pioneered the modernization of the Russian Customs
Service, especially, in the organization of its personnel. In 1699 the post
of Burmistr (The Head of the Customs Service) was adopted.

Since 1720 the major Customs officers were called Senior Customs
Observers or Inspectors. The control of the Customs offices was
entrusted to the major Customs Collection Office in 1763. Since 1781
the management of the Customs has been under the jurisdiction of the
Customs Expeditions (State Bodies) and the General Governors.

The reforms adopted between 1753 and 1757 greatly contributed to
the core restructuring of the Russian Customs Service. In November
1796 the Kommerts-Kollegia (the Major Russian Customs Office) was
given absolute power to control the collection of revenues. Since 1880,
the minister of Kommerts — Kollegia gained complete control and
became the head of all the Customs houses in Russia

According to the Manifest of the Russian Empress Elizabeth, signed
in December 1753, domestic Customs houses were abolished along with
17 internal trade and transit duties. Inward and outward commodity
transactions were levied with an additional 13 % duty in Russian
currency.
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Since 1811 the Customs Division in the Foreign Trade Department of
the Ministry of Finance has been responsible for the management of all
Customs stations. In 1864 the Customs Division was renamed the
Customs Revenue Collection Department of the Ministry of Finance.

In April 1918 the basic organization of the Customs was fixed by the
Sovnarkom Decree of the Government Regulation of Foreign Trade. The
main focus was on the Governmental control of foreign trade and
smuggling. In December 1921 a Customs Department which was
responsible for state control over the Customs stations was established as
a part of the Soviet Ministry of Foreign Trade. From 1946 to 1986 it was
under the control of the Ministry of Foreign Trade of the USSR. Later
the Main Customs Department became the State Customs Directorate
under the auspices of the Council of Ministers of the USSR.

Having overcome destructive effects of disintegration of the USSR,
having inherited 14 thousand kilometres of not developed borders,
severely lacking professional force, the service has passed a long way of
growth and development.

During the period 1991-94, much was done to create Customs
legislation in Russia. Two important laws were put into power: «The
Customs Code of the Russian Federation» and «On Customs Tariff». All
provisions and regulations in these documents are of the world standards.

Customs service of Russia today (Federal Customs Service) is one of
the largest Customs services in the world. It is a multifunctional,
technically equipped, dynamic structure, with more than 60 thousand
qualified personnel working in it.

The FCS of Russia is composed of regional Customs Administ-
rations, Customs offices, Customs terminals, and checkpoints at the state
border. In its structure there is a higher education establishment —
Russian Customs Academy, recognized by the World Customs
Organization as one of its regional training centres.

Federal Customs Service has seven representative offices abroad — in
Belarus, Ukraine, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzia, Finland, Germany and
Belgium. The opening of representative offices in China and Poland are
being considered now.

In the territory with 11 time zones it successfully controls foreign
trade turnover of Russia.

Customs policy has a far greater share and importance in Russia's
regulation of economic activities than in industrial countries with
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developed market economics. Customs policy has already performed its
historical role in Western European countries.

Today Russia has the world's longest border to police, much of it
newly created. The Russian Federation has a modern, multi-functioning

TEXT 1.3. TASKS AND FUNCTIONS OF THE CUSTOMS
AUTHORITIES OF THE REPUBLIC OF BELARUS

Nowadays we live in a rapidly changing world. Participating in
foreign economic activity is a key driver for the successful development
of our country. International trade is governed by the rules of trading
systems and national governments.

Customs is the Government Service which is responsible for the
administration of Customs law and the collection of duties and taxes and
which also has the responsibility for the application of other laws and
regulations relating to the importation, exportation, movement or storage
of goods®. In other words, it is the organization which is responsible for
establishing rules in the sphere of Customs, collecting duties and taxes as
well as preventing illegal trafficking of goods.

Governments throughout the world recognize the value of Customs
Services in their national economies and realize that the service being
provided by Customs is one they cannot easily dispense with.

The Belarusian Customs Service is carrying out the same functions
as the Customs of other developed countries: fiscal function, regulation
of foreign trade by means of tariff and non-tariff methods, law
enforcement, collection and keeping of Customs statistics concerning
foreign trade, etc.

However, the main task of the Belarusian Customs is the protection
of the economic interests of the country, national treasures, cultural and
historical properties.

It coordinates and controls activities of all Customs authorities of the
country.

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of the Republic of Belarus are specified by Decree No. 228 of the
President of the Republic of Belarus issued April, 21, 2008 «On some
matters related to the work of Customs bodies».

The State Customs Committee of the Republic of Belarus includes 12
departments, 1 independent division and lunit (group).

The major tasks of the State Customs Committee are the
following:

o implementation of the State Customs policy, regulation and control
in Customs affairs and coordination of Customs procedures with
government authorities and other organizations;

o safeguarding of the economic security of the Republic of Belarus,
protection of economic interests of the country;

e development and application of Customs regulations to promote
trade and economic relations of the Republic of Belarus;

e organization and improvement of Customs control and clearance
procedures, facilitation of movement of goods trough the Customs
border of the Republic of Belarus, development of foreign economic
links of companies and individuals;

e prevention and suppression of smuggling and other Customs-
related crimes and administrative offences;

o implementation of international commitments of the Republic of
Belarus related to Customs affairs.

The State Customs Committee might be allotted with other tasks in
accordance with the legal acts of the President of the Republic of
Belarus, laws of the Republic of Belarus and resolutions of the Council
of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus adopted within its terms of
reference.

The major functions of the Customs authorities of the Republic of
Belarus are stipulated by Article 313 No. 204-1 of the Customs Code of
the Republic of Belarus issued January, 4, 2007.

The Customs authorities of the Republic of Belarus carry out the
following functions:

 perform Customs clearance and control; facilitate trade through the
Customs border;

e impose Customs duties, monitor their due payment, take on
measures on forced collection of Customs payments;
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e secure the order of transporting commaodities across the Customs
border;

e monitor the observation of bans and restrictions for the import of
goods to the Republic of Belarus and their export from the Republic of
Belarus in line with the legislation and (or) international agreements of
the Republic of Belarus;

o protect intellectual property rights within their terms of reference;

e counteract smuggling and other crimes, administrative violations,
suppress illegal traffic of drugs, weapons, cultural values, radioactive
substances, endangered species of animals and plants, items of
intellectual property and other goods via the Customs border; assist the
fight against international terrorism and restrain illegal interference in
the international civil aviation in the airports of the Republic of Belarus;

e exercise tax, currency, export and other types of control within their
terms of reference and in accordance with the legislation;

e keep Customs statistics of the foreign trade of the Republic of
Belarus as well as special Customs statistics;

e provide information and consultations on the issues related to the
Customs regulation and other issues within their terms of reference;
provide state organizations, companies and individuals with Customs
information;

e train, retrain and enhance qualifications of the Customs executive
officials;

e conduct research in the Customs sector.

Today, the role of Customs in revenue collection and social
protection is extremely important but this has to be balanced with the
role of Customs in trade facilitation. Trade facilitation is one of the key
factors of economic development of all nations and world welfare. Trade
facilitation is of significant importance because it is all about reducing
time in international trade.

Despite a variety of political and administrative pressures and
challenges the Belarusian Customs Service faces today, it does its best to
maintain the appropriate balance between facilitating legitimate trade
and travel while ensuring compliance with the laws and regulations it
enforces and to demonstrate that these laws and regulations are applied
fairly, efficiently and effectively.

HISTORY OF THE U.S. CUSTOMS SERVICE

The U.S. Customs Service has a long history. With ratification by the
necessary number of states, the Constitution of the United States went
into effect on March 4, 1789. A bit more than four months later, on July
31 of that year, the U.S. Customs Service started operating, among the
very first of the federal agencies to come to life. It was given a life-and-
death mission.

The young nation was then on the brink of bankruptcy. The first
Congress and President Washington agreed that the collection of duties
on imported goods was essential if the United States were to survive.

Only a few days after Customs drew its first breath, on August 5,
1789, the power of the service went from theory to reality when Captain
James Weeks sailed his brigatine, Persis, into New York harbor with a
miscellaneous cargo from Leghorn, Italy. The duty on the cargo — the
first payment ever made to the United States Treasury — was $774.41.

While the payment was modest, it was the initial fiscal prop for a
very young and shaky government. More was to come. In its first year of
operation, the service collected over $2 million in duties. And for the
next 124 years — until that moment in 1913 when the amendment
authorizing the income tax was approved — Customs remained a major
source of revenue for the federal government. Thus the Customs Service,
especially in the early years of the nation, proved the truth of that
profound maxim: «the revenue of the state is the state».

On March 1, 2003, U.S. Customs and Border Protection became the
nation's first comprehensive border security agency with a focus on
maintaining the integrity of the nation's boundaries and ports of entry.

As the world's first full-service border entity, CBP takes a
comprehensive approach to border management and control, combining
Customs, immigration, border security, and agricultural protection into
one coordinated and supportive activity.

In the Kingdom of England, customs duties were typically part of the
customary revenue of the king, and therefore did not need parliamentary
consent to be levied, unlike excise duty, land tax, or other forms of taxes.

Her Majesty's Revenue and Customs (HMRC), the part of Board of
Customs, is a non-ministerial department of the British Government
primarily responsible for the collection of taxes and the payment of some
forms of state support.
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HMRC was formed by a merger of the Inland Revenue and Her
Majesty's Customs and Excise and came into formal existence on 18
April 2005. The department's logo is the St.

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The dual-channel or red/green system is a simplified Customs control
which enables Customs authorities to improve the flow of passenger
traffic through the border; to deal efficiently with the increasing number
of passengers without reducing the effectiveness of the control and
without a corresponding increase in the number of Customs staff. It is
compatible with the application of other controls unless the circums-
tances require full control of all passengers and their baggage.

The dual-channel system should be operated as outlined below.

The system shall allow the passengers to choose between two types of
channels:

a) one (green channel) for passengers having with them no goods or
only goods which can be admitted free of import duties and taxes and
which are not subject to import prohibitions or restrictions; and

b) the other (red channel) for other passengers.

Each channel shall be clearly and distinctively marked so that the
choice between them can easily be understood by passengers. The basic
distinctive marking shall be:

a) for the channel referred to as «green» - the words «Nothing to
declare»;

b) for the channel referred to as «red» - the words «Goods to
declare».

In addition, the channels should be identified by an inscription
including the word «Customs».

Passengers must be sufficiently well informed to choose between the
channels. For this purpose it is important: a) that passengers be informed
about the functioning of the system and about the descriptions and
quantities of goods they may have with them when using the green
channel. This may be done by means of posters or panels at the airport or
by means of leaflets available to the public at the airport or distributed
through tourist agencies, airlines and other interested bodies;

b) that the route to the channels be clearly sign-posted.

As for airports the channels shall be located beyond the baggage
delivery area so that passengers have all their baggage with them when
choosing their channel. Moreover, the channels shall be so arranged that
the passenger flow from that area to the airport exits is as direct as
possible.
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The distance between the baggage delivery area and the entrance to
the channel shall be sufficient to allow passengers to decide which
channel to choose and to move into that channel without causing
congestion.

Passengers who have selected the green channel shall not be subject
to any other Customs formalities unless they are the subject of a spot
check; in the red channel, passengers shall accomplish the formalities
required by Customs.

TEXT 2.2. EFFECTIVE PASSENGER
AND BAGGAGE CONTROL

In dealing with any passenger, the single most important point to
establish is «Why has this passenger travelled?» You should:

v" Establish reasons for travel.

v Examine passport to ascertain previous and current journeys from
drug production or suspect areas. If the passenger is a frequent traveller
establish reasons for frequency of travel.

“

Please, keep your passport safe. Do not leave it in the suitcase,
bus, hotel room or car. It's better to keep the passport separately
from your documents and money.

- T
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v Examine ticket to ascertain method of payment and whether ticket
matches the passenger's journey. (Remember: Late booked or cash
tickets are often used by smugglers.)

All the above should be carried out for all passengers. As for their
reasons for travelling, your basic questions are:

v" Is this all your baggage? Did you pack it yourself?

v Do you know what the baggage contains?

v Are you carrying any items for anyone else? Are you travelling
alone?

v Do you know what the Customs allowances are? (Check that the
passenger has correct baggage reclaim tags.)

Practical examinations

Passenger travelling on business:

v' Examine any documents in order to verify whether the passenger
is engaged in legitimate business. Make sure that documents relate to up-
to-date transactions.

Visitors or residents returning from holidays:

v" Look for gifts, clothing, souvenirs and the usual items you would
normally expect to find with this type of passenger. These will link
passengers to the baggage and reasons for travel. (Be suspicious of
passengers arriving with only light baggage containing few, if any,
articles of personal nature.)

All passengers:

v Always check baggage for concealments;

v Regularly examine articles within the baggage by X-ray and/or
opening them (e.g. tinned goods, toiletries, cigarette cartons, etc.). Don't
overlook the commonplace.

Search of person:

v’ Carry out a search of person where suspicion still exists.
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-

Please, don't leave cash and valuables in identity documents
which you show during Customs clearance. Otherwise the fact
of passing cash and valuables to the Customs officer will be
considered as the criminal offence which means bribery.

-

Points to remember prior to baggage examination

v Adopt a positive approach. You must believe that if there are
goods concealed, you will find them.

v You are a representative of this department and in the public eye.
At all times, act with courtesy and diplomacy. Be firm, but fair and
confident.

v Do not be drawn into arguments. Remain calm however provoked.

v" Do not hesitate to seek assistance or advice from colleagues.

v' Experience has proved that goods, and in particular drugs, can be
concealed within baggage and its contents in many different ways.
Remember the basic concept that wherever there is a space there can be a
concealment.

Helpful hints

The examination of baggage can be separated into two clearly defined
areas: the contents and container.

Contents

Remove the contents carefully and systematically. Examine
individual items as necessary during this process. Separate any items
worthy of closer attention and place out of the passenger's reach.

To facilitate the examination of certain articles, each baggage station
should have a comprehensive selection of tools and other equipment
including an X-ray machine.
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You should make full use of the equipment at your disposal. When
using tools to examine contents, exercise care to minimize damage. If it
IS necessary to damage an article, try to establish its value prior to
examination.

CARGO-PROCESSING

Usually when people think of (tramoxns) they think of (maccaxwup)
processing.

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TEXT 3.1. AT THE CUSTOMS HOUSE

Every country has its own Customs regulations, which stipulate what
articles are liable to duty and what are duty-free.

Sometimes an article which falls under Customs restrictions and is
liable to duty is allowed in duty-free if the traveller does not exceed a
certain fixed quota. These are listed in a duty-free quota list. Customs
restrictions also include a prohibited articles list. This is a list of items
which may not be brought into a country or taken out of it. An official
paper (from the proper authorities) giving permission to take items,
which fall under special Customs restrictions, in or out of a country is
known as an import or export license.

If the traveller has any item which comes under Customs restrictions
he is asked to declare it. That is, he is asked to name the item, stating its
value and other particulars. The declaration is made either orally or in
writing on a special form. The practice seems to vary in different
countries. Upon payment of duty the traveller is given a receipt. As a
rule personal effects are duty-free.

It sometimes happens that a passenger's luggage is carefully gone
through in order to prevent smuggling. The formalities at the Customs-
house usually take some time. Only after passing through the Customs
one does realize that their journey is drawing to an end or beginning (as
the case might be).

TEXT 3.2. AT THE AIRPORT

Pat arrived at the airport two hours ago to catch her plane to Tokyo.
Her baggage was too heavy, so she took a trolley (a small vehicle with
two or four wheels that you push or pull to transport large or heavy
objects on). Baggage trolleys are provided in the reclaim hall and other
key areas in the terminal building, car parks, rail station and coach
station.

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TEXT 4.1. EXPORT INCENTIVES

A Customs procedure can be defined as treatment applied by the
Customs to goods which are subject to Customs control.*

There are several Customs procedures, contained in the International
Convention on the Simplification and Harmonization of Customs
Procedures (Kyoto convention), which when incorporated in national
legislation enable countries to provide Customs facilities to neutralize
the cost-raising effects of tariffs and other controls on export industries.
It allows national enterprises to offer their products or services on
foreign markets at competitive prices. Consequently, more employment
opportunities are provided for the national labour force, scarce foreign
capital is attracted to generate more economic activity and net inflows of
foreign exchange are evinced.

A brief description of the Customs procedures which provide these
incentives is given below.?

Outright exportation is the Customs procedure applicable to goods
which, being in free circulation (goods which may be disposed of
without Customs restriction), leave the Customs territory and are
intended to remain permanently outside it, excluding goods exported or
with repayment of import duties and taxes.

Customs warehousing is the Customs procedure under which
imported goods are stored under Customs control in a designated place
(a Customs warehouse) without payment of import duties and taxes.

Temporary admission of goods is the procedure under which certain
goods can be brought into a Customs territory conditionally relieved
from payment of import duties and taxes; such goods must be imported
for a specific purpose and must be intended for re-exportation within a
specified period and without having undergone any change except
normal depreciation due to the use of the goods.

Re-exportation is exportation from a Customs territory of goods
previously imported into that territory.

Inward processing is the procedure under which certain goods can
be brought into a Customs territory conditionally relieved from payment

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of import duties and taxes on the basis that such goods are intended for
manufacturing, processing or repair and subsequent exportation.

Outward processing is the procedure under which goods in free
circulation in a Customs territory may be temporarily exported for
manufacturing, processing or repair abroad and then re-imported with
total or partial exemption from import duties and taxes.

Free zones. A free zone is a part of the territory of a state where any
goods introduced are generally regarded, insofar as import duties and
taxes are concerned, as being outside the Customs territory and are not
subject to the usual Customs control.

In commercial free zones, goods are admitted pending subsequent
disposal, and processing or manufacture is normally prohibited. Goods
admitted to industrial free zones may be subjected to authorized
processing operations.

TEXT 4.2. CLEARANCE FOR HOME USE
(Excerpts from Kyoto Convention. Specific Annex B.1
concerning Clearance for home use)

Goods which are imported outright for use or consumption within the
Customs territory must be declared for home use. They may be declared
for home use either directly on importation or after another Customs
procedure such as warehousing, temporary admission or Customs transit.

The main obligations to be fulfilled by the declarant to obtain the
clearance of goods for home use are the lodgement of a goods
declaration with supporting documents (import licence, certificates of
origin, etc.) and the payment of any import duties and taxes chargeable.
Under certain conditions the payment of import duties and taxes may be
deferred. Where appropriate, security may be required by Customs to
guarantee payment of the import duties and taxes.

The measures taken by Customs in connection with clearance are:
checking of the goods declaration and accompanying documents,
examination of the goods, assessment and collection of import duties and
taxes and release of the goods. Depending upon national administrative
practice, these operations may be carried out in a different order from
that shown above. Customs may also be responsible for obtaining the
data required for trade statistics and for the enforcement of other
statutory or regulatory provisions relating to the control of imported
goods. Other competent authorities may also carry out certain controls
(veterinary, health, phytosanitary, etc.) on goods declared for home use.

National legislation shall specify the conditions to be fulfilled and the
Customs formalities to be accomplished for the clearance of goods for
home use. National legislation may include prohibitions and restrictions
in respect of the importation of certain categories of goods.

The Customs authorities shall designate the Customs offices at which
goods may be cleared for home use.
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In determining the competence of these offices and their hours of
business, the factor to be taken into account shall include the particular
requirements of trade and industry.

The competence of certain Customs offices may be restricted in terms
of the mode of transport used or to specified categories of goods or to
goods consigned to a specified region (e.g. the frontier zone or an
industrial zone).

The Customs authorities may require that certain categories of goods
(e.g. diamonds, antiques, works of art) be cleared for home use at
Customs offices designated for that purpose.

Where corresponding Customs offices are located on a common
frontier, the Customs authorities of the two countries concerned shall, as
far as possible, correlate the business hours and the competence of those
offices.

TEXT 4.3. CUSTOMS WAREHOUSES

The Customs warehousing procedure is a procedure under which
imported goods are stored under Customs control in a designated place
(a Customs warehouse) without payment of Customs duties and taxes’.
It is a facility granted to those involved in external trade. Participants of
foreign economic activity can place their goods temporarily in Customs

! Kyoto Convention. Specific Annex E.3 concerning Customs warehouses.
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warehouses without the application of economic restrictions and
prohibitions until the manner in which the goods are to be disposed of is
finally decided.

The Customs warehousing procedure can be utilized to develop a
country's entrepdt trade. Goods can be imported for storage in
warehouses and re-exported in the same state without the payment of
duties and taxes. They are normally without being subjected to import or
export licensing requirements. Operations permitted in a Customs
warehouse are those required to improve the packaging and marketable
quality of the goods and to prepare them for shipment. Such operations
include repacking, sorting and grading, breaking bulk, grouping of
packages, and operations intended to keep the goods in the same state.

Entrep0t trade operations provide employment opportunities. They
are also a means of earning foreign exchange when payments are
received for handling and similar services rendered at these warehouses,
and for other tertiary services provided, such as transport. An additional
advantage is that an importer/exporter can keep his goods in the country
until he can re-negotiate sales abroad on more favourable terms. This is
particularly the case when persons using this warehousing facility import
goods in bulk, at discounted prices, and re-export such goods in similar
guantities at higher prices. Such entrep6t trade is only possible if there is
exemption from the payment of duties and taxes and from import/export
licensing, as it is available under the warehousing procedure.

In certain instances, exporters are permitted to use the warehousing
facility to combine domestic goods with identical imported goods so that
a single export order can be satisfied. For this purpose, firms import
goods from their subsidiaries which are located abroad, or from
establishments in other countries which produce or manufacture goods
for them under contract. Thus, when domestic production falls short of
targeted output, goods can be imported to meet contractual export
obligations without incurring duty or other liabilities. This does not,
however, apply in cases where the origin of goods is a consideration to
satisfy quota or tariff requirements.

The Customs warehousing procedure can be used to promote
transshipment operations; this again enables a country to earn foreign
exchange for the service provided.

The warehousing procedure can also be used to assist manufacturers
in processing goods for export.

TEXT 4.4. FREE ZONES

With a view to encouraging the development of their international
commerce, governments in many countries are looking for new
mechanisms of foreign investments into domestic economies. They grant
relief from import duties and taxes and provide other concessions in
respect of goods introduced to a part of their territory which is generally
regarded as being outside the Customs territory’. This part of the
territory is referred to as a free zone. Free Economic Zones (FEZ) are
territories where domestic and foreign investors can carry out
entrepreneurial activities on preferential terms.

Customs-privileged facilities afford to neutralize the cost-raising
effects of tariffs and other regulatory measures in the operation of export-
related activities. Free zones serve the purpose of facilitating the operation
of import-dependent export activities by instituting procedures which are
simpler than other temporary admission procedures, thereby significantly
reducing costly and cumbersome administrative requirements.

Free zones are established by making formal provision in national
legislation. As a rule FEZ are formed on the initiative of local authorities
with the permission of the central government of the country. Free zones
are generally established at seaports, river ports, airports and places with
similar geographical advantages. Their main objective is to provide more
favourable conditions for the development of foreign economic links.

! Kyoto Convention. Specific Annex F.1 concerning free zones.
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Easy access to places of entry and exit within the country eliminates
the need for goods to cross the Customs territory, thereby reducing the
need to apply the usual Customs controls. However, due to the location
of certain free zones it may be necessary for goods to be moved across
the Customs territory when travelling to/from free zones, from/to seaports,
airports or land frontiers (rail and road traffic). In such situations, goods
can be permitted to move under a national or international transit
procedure.

Free zones may cover the entire port area where several commercial
activities are permitted.

Generally, a distinction is made between commercial and industrial
free zones. In commercial free zones, the permitted operations are those
necessary for the preservation of goods and the usual forms of handling
to improve their packaging or marketable quality. Operations which
prepare the goods for shipment, such as breaking bulk, grouping of
packages, sorting, grading and re-packing, may be undertaken. Other
operations in connection with the transport of goods, such as loading,
unloading, transshipment and storage, may also be performed in
commercial free zones. In industrial free zones, manufacturing, processing
or assembly operations are performed with goods being imported for
these purposes. Goods of domestic origin or in free circulation in the
Customs territory may be allowed into free zones for manufacturing,
processing and assembly. In certain countries, the commercial and
industrial activities are combined in the same free zone.

Being an integral part of the territory of the country, a free economic
zone enjoys the main right to define its social and economic policy
independently if this does not contradict the rules and laws of the
country. It means that the authorities of the zone can regulate export-
import transactions, set the order of entry, exit and stay for foreign
citizens on its territory, establish direct economic and cultural links.

The following six FEZ have been created on the territory of the
Republic of Belarus: «Brest», «Vitebsk», «Gomel-Raton», «Grodnoinvest»,
«Mogilev» and «Minsk».

Apart from enhancing the development of a country's external trade
and commerce, the Belarusian free zones are viewed as an effective
means of attracting export-oriented industries which are expected to
provide investable resources, technology and employment to our
country.

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TEXT 5.1. ABRIEF HISTORY OF THE HARMONIZED SYSTEM

Commodities and services are key elements which international trade
can't easily dispense with. There has always been a need to classify
goods. The right classification of goods plays an essential role for trade
statistics to develop a Customs policy of any country.

The first «goods classification systems» were very simple in nature,
introducing an alphabetical list of goods on which a particular tax or toll
(rate of duty) was imposed or which were exempt from such levies.
Later, it was realized that a goods classification system based on criteria
other than the same tax treatment would be advantageous, and Customs
tariffs based on the nature of the goods were developed. Within this
classification system particular products were identified for differential
tax or other treatment.

The level and importance of international trade increased and
everyone concerned with international trade became aware of the
difficulties caused by differences in national Customs tariffs.

The efforts to produce a common world nomenclature designed to
facilitate international trade spanned more than a century. They had led
to the introduction of nomenclatures that at times had been used for both
tariff and statistical purposes.

In 1831 Belgium presented its foreign trade statistics under three
general headings: raw materials, produced and manufactured articles. In
1885 the International Institute of Statistics was founded to carry on the
work of the International Statistical Congresses held at the Hague
(1869), St. Petersburg (1872) and Budapest (1876). However, the first
uniform statistical nomenclature to have been approved by international
Convention was adopted at the Second International Conference on
Commercial Statistics, held in Brussels (1913).

The idea of a common framework for Customs tariffs was put
forward at the World Economic Conference (1927) and a draft Customs
Nomenclature (the first version of which was completed in 1931 and
revised in 1937) was prepared. This Nomenclature, which came to be
known as «The Geneva Nomenclature», comprised 991 headings,
arranged in 86 chapters which were themselves grouped into 21 sections.

The drive for economic reconstruction and the desire for greater
freedom of trade which characterized the post-war period created
favourable conditions for the standardization of Customs tariffs. The
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work done by the European Customs Union (from 1948 onwards) was
based on the Geneva Nomenclature, which was the only standard
framework of its kind available at that time. Nevertheless, considerable
amendments were made to the Geneva text, partly to reflect technical
progress and partly because of shortcomings revealed by the experience
of countries which had already adopted Geneva-type tariffs. It was
decided that the headings of the Nomenclature should be established by a
Convention. It was thus this 1949 draft which, re-arranged, abridged and
simplified, was incorporated into the Brussels Convention of 15
December 1950 on «Nomenclature for the Classification of Goods in
Customs Tariffs», initially known as the «Brussels (Tariff)
Nomenclature» (BTN); but in 1974 it was renamed the «Customs Co-
operation Council Nomenclature» (CCCN).

In the late 1960s there was a growing awareness amongst all
concerned with international trade of the need to rationalize and
harmonize trade documentation data and, in particular, to harmonize the
designation and coding of countries, units of quality, modes of transport,
transport hauling requirements and, not least, commodities. It had been
found that a commodity could be designated up to 17 times in the course
of a single international transaction. The exploratory studies and
preparatory work carried out under the auspices of the CCC resulted in
the completion of the «Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding
System» and the establishment of a new international Convention for its
implementation (1983).

TEXT 5.2. KEEPING THE HARMONIZED SYSTEM ALIVE

The Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System generally
referred to as «Harmonized System» or simply «HS» is an internationally
standardized system of names and numbers for classifying traded
products developed and maintained by the World Customs Organization
(WCO). The Harmonized System is used by more than 200 countries and
economies as a basis for their Customs tariffs and for the collection of
international trade statistics. Another important area is the tracking and
control of goods of environmental and social concern, for which the
application of the HS as an indispensable tool has been widely
recognized.

The HS Nomenclature comprises about 5,000 commodity groups
which are identified by a 6-digit code and arranged according to a legal
and logical structure based on fixed rules.

The first four digits are referred to as the heading. The first six digits
are known as a subheading. Countries that have adopted the Harmonized
System are not permitted to alter in any way the descriptions associated
to a heading or a subheading nor can the numerical codes at the four or
six digit level be altered. This is what keeps the Harmonized System
harmonized.

Individual countries may extend a Harmonized System number to
eight or ten digits for Customs purposes, and to eight or ten digits for
export purposes.

Given that the sphere of influence of the HS as the common
economic language for goods is ever expanding, its uniform application
(interpretation of the text) by all users is the key to its success. Correct
and uniform application of the HS in an efficient manner facilitates
international trade and investment and promotes compliance with fiscal
and trade rules or laws. Misclassification of goods could lead to loss of
revenue, evasion of trade controls, delays in clearance and distortion of
trade data.
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Timely implementation of the HS is very important, in order to avoid
having different versions in existence at the same time, and consequent
confusions in trade circle which could affect the reputation of the HS.
Equally important is the periodic updating of the HS in order to prevent
it from becoming obsolete.

The updating of the HS is a continuous process, requiring constant
effort by the WCO in a rapidly changing trade environment. A consi-
derable amount of time and resources have to be devoted to this work in
order to take account of the latest developments in technology, patterns
of trade and the special needs of HS users. If the WCO fails to perform
this task, the HS will soon become a useless, outdated instrument.

The WCO manages the HS review process through the Harmonized
System Committee — representing the Contracting Parties to the HS
Convention — and more specifically through its HS Review Sub-
Committee. Generally, each Review Cycle lasts five years.

To date, the HS Committee deals with the settlement of international
classification disputes and problems which need resolution at
international level, thus contributing to achieving uniform classification
and ensuring transparency with regard to HS classification.

The promotion of the HS in order to increase the number of HS users is
one of the ongoing activities of WCO which contribute to the harmonization
of Customs procedures and facilitation of international trade. The HS
continues to widen its horizons as the number of users continues to grow.
More vigorous efforts will be needed in the future to sustain this success, of
which the WCO and its Members can justifiably be proud.

At its session, the Harmonized System Committee agreed to proceed
in the direction of examining specific categories of hazardous and other
waste products, with a view to their separate identification in the HS for
monitoring purposes.

Certain categories of waste products of urgent concern such as
household/municipal waste, sewage sludge, laboratory and chemical
waste, waste oil, etc. have been marked by the Committee for further
studies to be conducted in consultation with administrations and
concerned international organizations. The crucial role of the
Harmonized System in the successful management of waste was
underscored by the 2nd Conference of Contracting Parties and was
echoed by the Representative of the Basel Convention Secretariat at the
last meeting of the HS Committee.

Text 2

The first edition of the Harmonized System (HS) Commodity Data Base
on CD-ROM (chemical sector) has been recently published by the CCC.

The CD-ROM contains English and French descriptions of about 112
000 chemical products — many with trade names — together with their 6-
digit HS codes. The Data Base offers the most sophisticated search
facilities. The HS code number can be ascertained by just keying in the
description of the commodity or its trade name. The Data Base also
incorporates the entire HS Explanatory Notes — over 1600 pages — in
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both official languages of the Council. The CD-ROM contains the
necessary software for adding the user's own remarks, for printouts, for
direct retrieval of the Explanatory Notes and file transfers.

CCC Member administrations as well as the public can purchase the
Data Base on CD-ROM with a comprehensive User's Guide for 4500 BF
for the single user version and 10000 BF for the network version.

The identification of important categories of waste in the Harmonized
System in order to facilitate trans boundary movements will be one of the
major points for the next HS review, which is expected to start shortly.
Separate identification of certain specific waste, laboratory and chemical
wastes, sewage sludge, waste oils, etc. is already on the Agenda.

The Secretariat has continued its consultations with other international
organizations dealing with the question of waste, with a view to
formulating appropriate proposals.

An Interagency Task Force on International Trade Statistics was set
up in 1992 for improving the flow of trade statistics and the international
comparability of trade data.

The Task Force has been looking into the question of incorporating
the HS format into the COMTRADE data base. Work has already started
and a test data base, consisting of the SITC data for EFTA and Latin
American countries reformatted into the HS, has been made available on
line to authorized users of COMTRADE for some time. The trial has not
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indicated any problems. It is expected that the production version of the
modified COMTRADE data base will be ready for implementation shortly.

TEXT. VALUATION OF GOODS

Customs valuation is a major feature of modern Customs tariff systems.
Customs valuation is a Customs procedure applied to determine the
Customs value of imported goods®. It is important for the assessment of
Customs duties, whether for purposes of producing revenue or as a means of
encouraging and protecting domestic industry. It is also a significant
element in a variety of other aspects of international trade such as statistics,
quota and licensing arrangements, taxes and other charges levied at
importation and in the application of preference systems.

Customs valuation systems have been the subject of a number of
international harmonization and standardization efforts. International
efforts toward harmonization began in the early 20th century, but
significant results did not come until the 1947 General Agreement on
Tariffs and Trade (GATT).

The Tokyo Round of multilateral trade negotiations (1973-1979)
recognized that certain valuation practices can have restrictive effects on

L GATT/WTO Customs valuation.
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international trade. These negotiations were one of the major trade policy
initiatives of our time; they were intended «to achieve the expansion and
ever-greater liberalization of world trade, inter alia, through the
progressive dismantling of obstacles to trade».

One of the results of the trade negotiations was the adoption of the
Agreement on Implementation of Article VII of the GATT which
entered into force on 1 January 1981. The Agreement established a
positive system of Customs valuation based on the price actually paid or
payable for the imported goods («transaction value»). It provides a fair,
uniform and neutral system for the valuation of goods for Customs
purposes, conforming to commercial realities; a system which outlaws
the use of arbitrary or fictitious Customs values.

The Agreement laid down the general principles for an international
system of valuation.

The Agreement stipulates that Customs valuation shall be based on
the actual price of the goods to be valued, which is generally shown on
the invoice. This price, plus adjustments for certain elements, is called
the transaction value. This is the first and most important method of
valuation set out in the Agreement.

For cases in which there is no transaction value, or where the
transaction value is not acceptable as the Customs value because the
price has been distorted as a result of certain conditions, the Agreement
lays down five other methods of Customs valuation, to be applied in the
prescribed hierarchical order. Overall the following six methods are
considered in the Agreement:

» Method 1: transaction value

» Method 2: transaction value of identical goods

» Method 3: transaction value of similar goods

» Method 4: deductive method

» Method 5: computed method

» Method 6: fall-back method

The Agreement also contains certain other provisions concerning, for
example, currency conversion, the right of appeal to a judicial authority,
the publication of law and regulations concerning Customs valuation,
and the prompt clearance of goods.

In addition to the Agreement itself, a Protocol, which is deemed to be
part of it, contains provisions for the special problems and training needs
of developing countries, permitting them some flexibility in applying the
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Agreement. The Agreement also provides for technical assistance to
these countries to help them set up new valuation systems based thereon.

The Agreement establishes a Committee on Customs Valuation
composed of representatives from each of the Member States for the
purpose of consulting on matters concerning its management.

The Agreement also establishes a Technical Committee on Customs
Valuation under the auspices of the World Customs Organization with a
view to ensuring, at the technical level, uniformity in interpretation and
application of the Agreement

A uniform Customs valuation system enhances transparency and
predictability of international transactions and contributes to the
preparation of good trade statistics.

TEXT 7.1. INTERNATIONAL TRADE

Trade is the buying and selling of goods and services. Trade happens
because people need or want things that they don't have. We also trade
for work that we cannot do ourselves. Trade between countries happens
for the same reason. Countries trade with each other to obtain things that
are of better quality, less expensive or simply different from goods and
services produced at home. The goods and services that a country buys
from other countries are called imports, and goods and services that are
sold to other countries are called exports. The exchange of goods or
services along international borders is called international trade’.
International trade includes all economic transactions that are made

! Business dictionary.
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between countries. Among the items commonly traded are consumer
goods, machinery, raw materials and food. Other transactions involve
services such as travel services and payments for foreign patents.
International trade transactions are facilitated by international financial
payments.

International trade is conducted generally toward the purpose of
providing a nation with commaodities it lacks in exchange for those that it
produces in abundance; such transactions improve the standard of living
of a nation.

Throughout its history international trade has been regulated by
different economic polices. The 17th century saw the growth of
restrictive policies that later came to be known as mercantilism®. The
mercantilists held that economic policy should be nationalistic and
should aim at securing the wealth and power of the state. Governments
were led to impose price and wage controls, foster national industries,
promote exports of finished goods and imports of raw materials, and
prohibit the exports of raw materials and the import of finished goods. A
typical illustration of the mercantilist spirit is the famous English
Navigation Act of 1651 which reserved for the home country the right to
trade with the colonies and prohibited the import of goods of non-
European origin unless transported in ships flying the English flag.

A strong reaction against mercantilist attitudes began to take shape
towards the middle of the 18th century. In France, the economists
demanded liberty of production and trade. In England, Adam Smith
demonstrated the advantages of removing trade restrictions. Economists
and businessmen voiced their opposition to excessively high and often
prohibitive Customs duties and urged the negotiation of trade agreements
with foreign powers.

In the middle of the 19th century Customs walls effectively sheltered
many national economies from outside competition. The French tariff of
1860, for example, charged extremely high rates on British products.
Transport costs between the two countries provided farther protection.
A triumph for the liberal ideas was the Anglo-French trade agreement of

! Mercantilism [mo'keentalizom] — economic theory and practice common in
Europe from the 16th to 18th century that promoted governmental regulation of
a nation's economy for the purpose of augmenting state power at the expense of
rival national powers.
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1860, which provided that French protective duties were to be reduced to
a maximum of 25 percent within five years, with free entry of all French
products except wines into Britain.

In the later part of the 19th century England was the only country to
remain faithful to the principles of free trade. Germany adopted a
systematically protectionist policy and was soon followed by most other
nations. During the Civil War the United States raised its duties sharply.

But protectionism® during the last quarter of the 19th century was
mild in comparison with the mercantilist policies that had been common
in the 17th century and were to be revived during two world wars in the
20th century.

When World War 1l ended the lesson learned from the growth of
protectionism since 1871 allowed the development of multilateral trade
agreements and other forms of international economic co-operation.
These developments culminated in the General Agreement on Tariffs
and Trade (GATT).

The General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) came to life in
1947 in Geneva as a framework for regulating international trade. It was
signed by 23 countries.

GATT takes the form of a multilateral trade agreement setting forth
the principles under which the countries shall negotiate «a substantial
reduction in Customs tariffs and other impediments to trade, and
elimination of discriminatory practices in international trade». GATT has
become a charter governing almost all world trade.

The objectives of the GATT were to establish an orderly and
transparent framework within which barriers to trade could be gradually
reduced and international trade expanded. For this purpose, the
agreement contained certain underlying principles and provisions. They
are as follows:

1. there shall be no trade discrimination. The unconditional most-
favoured-nation treatment is regarded as fundamental;

2. as a rule, there is to be no protection other than that provided by the
Customs tariff;

! Protectionism — policy of protecting domestic industries against foreign
competition by means of tariffs, subsidies, import quotas or other restrictions on
handicaps placed on the imports of forign goods.

3. Customs unions and free trade groupings are considered legitimate
means of trade liberalization.

Members of GATT are entitled to levy the following charges on
imports:

v/ an import tax equal in amount to internal taxes on the product
concerned;

v' «antidumping» duties in case of imported products that are being
sold at less than the price in the importer's home market;

v' countervailing duties to offset the effects of export subsidies;

v' fees and other proper charges for services rendered.

The GATT's most important principle was trade without discrimi-
nation, in which member nations opened their markets equally to one
another. Once a country and its largest trading partners agreed to reduce
a tariff, that tariff cut was automatically extended to all GATT members.

GATT also established uniform Customs regulations and sought to
eliminate import quatas. It sponsored many treaties that reduced tariffs,
the last of which, signed in Uruguay established the WTO. On January 1,
1995 GATT was replaced by the World Trade Organisation.

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TEXT 7.2. TARIFF AND NON-TARIFF TRADE
POLICY INSTRUMENTS

International trade is a phenomenon which occurs between politically
different units. International trade involves all economic transactions that
are made between countries.

The government in each country is keen about the welfare of its own
nationals against that of the people of other countries. All governments
regulate foreign trade. Regulation of international trade supposes
purposeful influence of the state on trade relations with other countries.
As a matter of fact national sovereignty exerts its great influence on the
character of economic activity and trade.

The state interferences may be simply the result of special-interest
pleading, because particular groups suffer as a consequence of import
competition. Sometimes a government may impose restrictions because
it feels impelled to take account of factors that comparative advantage®
sets aside.

The general pattern of interference follows the old mercantilist
dictum of discouraging imports and encouraging exports.

Such interference or trade barriers may include state trading
organizations and government procurement practice that may be used
preferentially. Customs classification and valuation procedures, health
regulations and marking requirements may also have a restrictive effect
on trade.

The basic line of government control of international trade is the
application of two different types of foreign trade policy in combination:
liberalization (free trade policy) and protectionism. These two types of trade
policy characterize the extent of state intervention into international trade.

Under a free trade policy the minimum of state interference in foreign
trade is observed. A basic regulator of foreign trade is a free market
where prices are determined by supply and demand.

Protectionism is the economic policy of the state aimed at shielding
domestic industries from foreign competition through the use of tariff
and non-tariff trade policy instruments. Protectionism practically

1 A comparative advantage — the ability of a country to produce a product
relatively more efficiently, or at a lower opportunity cost.
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excludes the operation of free market forces. Protectionist policy
encourages prices to stay high and helps domestic industries to develop.

Tariff trade policy instruments

Customs tariff is the main instrument of foreign trade policy. It is also
one of the oldest forms of government intervention in economic activity.
The word «tariff» is Arabic in origin and it basically means «that fees
need to be paid».

The levying or lifting of trade tariffs can be viewed as a significant
aspect of international foreign policy.

Tariffs may differentiate among the countries from which the imports
are obtained. They may, for instance, be lower between countries that
have previously entered into special arrangements, such as the trade
preferences accorded to each other by members of the Commonwealth.

Members of the European Union apply the common Customs tariff
(CCT) to goods imported from non-EU countries.

The tariff is the name given to the combination of the nomenclature
(or classification of goods) and the duty rates which apply to each class
of goods. The tariff is a concept, a collection of laws as opposed to a
single codified law in itself.

A tariff can be defined as a systematic set of rates of Customs duties,
imposed on goods and other things as they cross national boundaries,
usually by the government of the importing country. The boundary may
be that of a nation or group of nations that have agreed to impose a
common tax on goods entering their territory.

A tariff may be assessed in a number of ways, including directly, at
the border, or indirectly, by requiring the prior purchase of a license or
permit to import given quantities of the goods. The taxed goods can be
anything, but for practical purposes tariffs are usually applied to items
that are easily detected, classified, and measured or valued. Thus, many
types of services and, of course, successfully smuggled goods tend not to
be subject to such taxes.

Tariffs may be levied either to raise revenue or to protect domestic
industries.

Tariffs protect domestic industries by changing the conditions under
which goods compete in such a way that competitive imports are placed at a
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disadvantage. Protective tariffs are designed to shield domestic production
from foreign competition by raising the price of the imported commodity.

A tariff levied primarily for protection may yield revenue. Revenue
tariffs' are designed to obtain revenue rather than to restrict imports. The
revenue function comes from the fact that the income from tariffs provides
governments with a source of funding. In the past, the revenue function was
indeed one of the major reasons for applying tariffs, but economic
development and the creation of systematic domestic tax codes have
reduced its importance in the developed countries. In some developing
countries, however, revenue may still be an important tariff function.

A tariff on imported goods affects supply and demand, producers,
consumers and the world market by creating advantages and disadvan-
tages for the concerned parties. Placing a tariff on imported goods has a
number of clear outcomes that can be advantageous to some parties
while being a significant disadvantage to others:

— promotes local products

When the government chooses to place a tariff on imported goods,
the producers can choose to reduce their prices to compensate for the
tariff or to pass on the cost to the consumer. When producers choose to
pass on the cost to local consumers by increasing their price, it promotes
national products, giving national companies a clear advantage.

— increased goverment revenue

The government collects revenue in order to economically support its
function. Increased government revenue appears as a clear advantage to
the country placing import tariffs on foreign goods.

— discourages trade

When national consumers choose to buy a lower-priced local product,
foreign producers become disadvantaged, ultimately leading to less trade
with the producing country. Foreign producers are forced to reduce their
prices to compete with similar local products. They may choose not to
trade as much with the producing country and import their products to
other countries where there are no tariffs. A reduction in trade causes
producers to make less of their product which could mean workers losing
jobs in the producing country.

— reduces consumer choice

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Individual consumer choice remains as one of the greatest consumer
benefits to international trade. When tariffs are placed on imported
goods, the increased prices and reduced trade prohibit individuals from
all choices that could be available in the market. In the event that
national companies do not produce a product similar to the imported
goods, consumers may be robbed of the opportunity to purchase a
product altogether because they pushed a foreign product out of the
market with a tariff.

Generally, tariffs are assessed on goods imported or brought into a
country across a border. Tarrifs on goods exported also exist but are less
common.

Tariffs on imports may be applied in several ways. If they are
imposed according to the physical quantity of an import, they are called
specific tariffs. A specific tariff is levied as a fixed fee based on the type
of item (e.g., $1,000 on any car). If they are levied according to the value
of the import, they are known as ad valorem tariffs. (e.g., 10% of the
car's value). A combined or compound tariff is a tariff that combines
both a specific and an ad valorem component.

Within the Eurasian Economic Union the Unified Customs Tariff is a
set of rates of customs duties applied to goods imported into the common
customs territory from third countries, classified according to the uniform
Foreign Economic Activity Commodity Nomenclature (FEACN).

The Unified Customs Tariff includes the following rates of import
customs duties:

e ad valorem rates calculated as a percentage of the customs value
of taxable goods;

o specific rates calculated per unit of taxable goods;

e combined rates that combines the ad valorem and specific
components.

The use of import customs duties depends on the country of origin of
goods.

Tariffs may be further classified into three groups: transit duties,
export duties, and import duties.

A duty, charged by Customs, is a tax on goods and other things that
are moved across the Customs border of the state.

A transit duty, or transit tax, is a tax levied on commodities passing
through a Customs area en route to another country. Import duties are
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imposed on the goods imported to the Customs territory of a country.
Similarly, an export duty, or export tax, is a tax imposed on commodities
leaving a Customs area.

Non-tariff trade policy instruments

Placing tariff barriers is not enough to protect domestic industries.
That is why countries resort to non tariff barriers that prevent foreign
goods from coming inside the country. The introduction of non-tariff
barriers is the privilege of the state government, and they are not
regulated by international agreements. Governments are free to apply
any kind of non-tariff barriers, which is not possible with the tariffs,
regulated by the WTO. In addition, non-tariff barriers usually do not
result in immediate increase of the price of the goods and, therefore, a
consumer does not feel their impact in the form of a supplementary tax
(introducing a tariff makes the product price increases by the amount of
the duty). Non-tariff barriers can be divided into the following groups:
guantitative, hidden and financial ones.

Quantitative restrictions include quotas, licensing, «voluntary»
export restraints.

A quota is the most common form of non-tariff barriers. Quotas may
prohibit the importation of certain commodities or limit the amounts
imported. Such quotas are usually administered by requiring importers to
have licences to bring in particular commodities. Quotas raise prices just
as tariffs do, but, being set in physical terms, their impact on imports is
direct, with an absolute ceiling set on supply. Increased prices will not
bring more goods in. There are export and import quotas.

Tarrif quatas should be distinguished from import quotas. A tariff
quota permits the import of a certain quantity of a commodity duty free
or at a lower duty rate, while quantities ecceeding the quota are subject
to a higher duty rate. An import quota, on the other hand, restricts
imports absolutely. If the quantity imported under a quota is less than
that which would be imported in the absence of a quota, the domestic
price of the commodity in question may rise. Unless the government
maintains some system of licensing importers in order to capture (as
revenue) the difference between the higher domestic price and the
foreign price, the importing of such commaodities can prove a lucrative
source of private profit.
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There is also a difference between tariffs and quotas in their effect on
revenues. With tariffs, the government receives the revenue; under
quotas, the import licence holders obtain a windfall in the form of the
difference between the high domestic price and the low international
price of the import.

The introduction of quotas brings the following economic benefits:

v" quotas are a more effective tool, than tariffs on import restrictions,
their introduction allows imports to be kept at a constant level, despite
the growth in demand that, in its turn, increases the price of a product. At
the previous level of imports, domestic production and consumption
increase;

v’ quotas are an absolute value and they are inflexible to the price of
a product;

v they are more effective for rapid actions of administrative
authorities, they are easy to manipulate (tariffs usually require the
enactment of corresponding legislation);

v' quotas are a direct source of monopoly profits; they always
increase the incomes of producers of import-substituting products; they
constrain import competition (tariffs usually permit it).

Quotas are imposed by government authorities through the issuance of
licenses. A license is a permission, granted by public authorities for export or
import of goods in the assigned amount for a certain period of time. A
license is issued by the state through the special authorized agencies.

Licensing may be in the following forms:

v an integral part of the quota. In this case, a license is a document
which certifies the right to import or export the goods within the
obtained quota;

v'an independent instrument of government regulation.

«Voluntary» export restraints» is a government imposed limit on the
quantity of goods that can be exported out of a country during a specified
period of time. An importing country forces its trading partner to reduce
voluntarily (unilaterally) the exports. The reason of a VERs implement-
tation is usually the statements of national producers that the importation
of some product causes the losses in production and disorganization of
the local market. In general, the economic effect of the introduction of
voluntary export restraints by an exporter is negative for an importer.
However, the amount of its losses reduces due to the increase of imports
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of similar products originating in countries, which do not impose
voluntary restraints on their exports.

Hidden methods of trade restrictions allow countries to restrict
exports or imports unilaterally. They include: technical barriers, internal
taxes and charges, public procurement, local content requirement.

The term «technical barriers» refers to mandatory technical regulations
and voluntary standards that define specific characteristics that a product
should have, such as its size, shape, design, labelling / marking /
packaging, functionality or performance. Technical barriers arise from
the fact that national technical and administrative rules prevent the
imports of goods. It occurs in such cases as:

v" non-correspondence of the imported goods to the enforceable
standard of quality, health and safety, which are applied to the similar
domestic products;

v" non-correspondence of agricultural products to the sanitary and
phytosanitary norms, applied to prevent the imported pests and diseases
that do not exist in a given country.

State and local governments may impose various direct internal taxes
and charges on the imported goods with a view to enhance their internal
prices and decline competitiveness in the domestic market.

The policy within the government procurement is that the public
authorities and enterprises must buy certain goods only from national
firms, even if these goods are more expensive than the imported ones.

The method of local content requirement involves the legal
establishment of a share of the final product, which should be produced
by local (national) manufacturers, in case of selling this product in the
domestic market.

The purpose of financing, as a method of the international trade
regulation, is discrimination of foreign companies for domestic
producers and exporters by reducing the value of the exported goods and
enhancing their competitiveness in the world market. Financial methods
of trade policy include: dumping, subsidies, export crediting.

Dumping is the export of goods at prices lower than the cost of
production, or, at least, at lower prices than in the domestic market.

Subsidy is monetary assistance granted by a government to a person or
group in support of an enterprise regarded as being in the public interest.

Governments use export credits for providing financial incentives to
develop exports by domestic producers.
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The art of trading policy is to find the point of balance between two
trends: free trade and protectionism. Each policy has its own advantages
and disadvantages, depending on the circumstances, time and place of its
applying.

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TEXT 8.1. THE CHALLENGES FACED BY CUSTOMS
ADMINISTRATIONS TODAY

International trade significantly contributes to the economic growth
of the state. Customs administrations, playing a vital role in international
trade, are mandated to control the cross-border movement of goods and
thereby safeguard national interests. In recent decades the rapid
development of world trade has brought new challenges® for Customs
administrations.

The role of Customs in the 21st century has evolved in many respects.
Customs authorities are responsible for such diverse tasks as
immigration control and the enforcement of commercial policy through
the implementation of preferential trade agreements, the operation of
quotas and the application of restrictions, public health and safety
legislation, quarantine controls, currency controls, counterfeiting and
piracy legislation and the collection of external trade statistics. These are
just a few areas in which Customs administrations are now becoming
increasingly involved. Trade demands for additional services such as
deferred payment of duty have also had their effect on Customs.

The application of all Customs responsibilities has led inevitably to
the complexity of Customs regulations. The range of goods and services
is constantly expanding. Consequently Tariff books and procedure
manuals are becoming significantly more detailed. Officials, who in the
past applied a fairly simplified tariff schedule specifying Customs duties
on a limited range of goods, are now faced with the increased
complexities of tariffs based on the Harmonized System.

It is becoming increasingly difficult in some countries for Customs
officers to be aware of all existing regulations affecting importations.
This has led to a lack of uniformity in the application of the law. It
provides increased opportunities for the circumvention of Customs law
and produces an ideal environment for the spread of practices such as
irregular payments. Customs can expect an increased workload from
increasing international trade and traffic.

The problems of smuggling, particularly drugs, continue to rise in
many parts of the world. Fraud and evasion of duties have become even

! Challenge — something that needs great mental or physical effort in order
to be done successfully and therefore tests a person’'s ability.
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more acute problems in developing countries. The increase in organized
crime and terrorism has placed a great responsibility on Customs Services
globally to provide effective and efficient controls which establish and
maintain the economic security of the Nations they serve. In this respect a
common challenge shared by all Customs administrations is to facilitate
legitimate trade, which is an engine of sustainable economic development,
without compromising Customs controls.

Every trade transaction involves at least two Customs interventions —
one at exportation and the other at importation. Accordingly, Customs
Services around the world and the business community meet a million
times each day. It is clear therefore that the manner in which Customs
Services conduct their business has a substantial impact on trade
efficiency. A common challenge for Customs administrations is to
develop and maintain good relationships with business.

Governments throughout the world recognize the value of Customs
Services in their national economies and realize that the service being
provided by Customs is one they cannot easily dispense with.

As a result, Customs Services around the world are re-examining the
way they operate and deal with their customers. The challenge is to
facilitate the international trade process at a minimum cost to economy,
and without compromising the collection of revenue or the protection of
the community from illegal cross-border movements of goods.

TEXT 8.2. THE ROLE OF CUSTOMS
IN TRADE FACILITATION

International trade has grown rapidly in recent years, thanks to the
progressive reduction of tariffs and quotas through successive rounds of
multilateral trade liberalisation. More trade means more goods crossing
borders and having to comply with Customs formalities. This has often
put strain on national administrations trying to cope with the increased
traffic without extra resources.

In these circumstances, inefficiency in border procedures is costly,
both for governments and business. Businesses suffer both direct costs,
such as expenses related to supplying information and documents to the
relevant authority, and indirect costs, such as those arising from
procedural delays, lost business opportunities and lack of predictability
in the regulations. Inefficient border procedures cost governments in
terms of lost revenue, smuggling and difficulties in implementing trade
policy, for instance because of failure in determining the origin of
products or in collecting accurate statistics.
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These challenges have led to a need for a review of the total trading
process. Both commercial and administrative management are becoming
more aware of the increased efficiency, reduced costs and better
customer service that can be obtained from adopting trade facilitation
techniques.

Trade facilitation is a key policy for Customs. Trade facilitation
covers all the steps that can be taken to smooth and facilitate the flow of
trade. Trade facilitation can be defined as «the simplification and
harmonisation of international trade procedures including import and
export procedures». Procedures in this context largely refer to «the
activities (practices and formalities) involved in collecting, presenting,
communicating and processing the data required for movement of goods
in international trade»'.

In the 21st century, the WCO views the accepted mission of Customs
to «develop and implement an integrated set of policies and procedures
that ensure increased safety and security, as well as effective trade
facilitation and revenue collection»®. This new strategic direction, as
outlined by the WCO, has the folowing strategic building blocks:

1. Globally networked Customs — the need for an «e-Customs»
network that will ensure seamless, real-time, paperless flows of
information and connectivity. It's necessary for Customs-to-Customs
transactions as well as Customs-to-business transactions. It should be
supported by an internationally standardized data set, interconnected
systems, mutual recognition and coordination protocols between export
and import transactions (eg. Authorized Economic Operators), and by a
set of rules governing the exchange of information between Customs
administrations (including data protection).

2. Better coordinated border management — this involves better
coordination and communication between the various border agencies
and authorities. Additionally, there is a need for an electronic «single
window» (eg. the International Trade Data System in the US (ITDS) that
allows the trade to provide all necessary information and documentation
once to the designated agency that in turn distributes it to relevant
agencies.

! Taxaion and Customs Union.
2 Customs in the 21st century. Enhancing Growth and Development through
Trade Facilitation and Border Security.
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3. Intelligence-driven risk management — a more sophisticated
understanding of the risk continuum is needed. Scarce resources require
that targeting be done at the higher end of the risk spectrum.

4. Customs-trade partnership — Customs should enter into strategic
pacts with trusted economic operators (eg. C-TPAT, AEO). The
relationships must result in mutually beneficial outcomes.

5. Implementation of modern working methods, procedures and
techniques — the demand for rapid movement of goods, combined with
complex regulatory requirements, calls for more audit-based controls
undertaken away from the border, moving from transaction-based
controls to system-based controls (eg. the US' Automated Commercial
Environment (ACE)), and moving away from paper systems.

6. Enabling technology and tools — taking advantage of new and
emerging technologies to enhance processing, risk management,
intelligence and non-intrusive detection.

7. Enabling powers — the appropriate legislative provisions must be
implemented to strengthen enforcement powers, provide for advance
information, and sharing of information domestically and internationally.
It is needed especially in the area of combating organized crime, while
protecting the safety of Customs officers.

8. A professional, knowledge-based service culture — movement
towards a more customer-oriented model. Staff competencies need to
support timely customer-focused processes and services that minimize
the administrative burden on legitimate trade. Effective change
management and leadership skills will also need to be developed.

9. Capacity building — Customs administrations need to ensure they have
the capacity and skills to perform Customs functions efficiently and
effectively. Leadership from developed Customs administrations is critical
to ensure sustainable capacity building (eg. the WCO Columbus
Programme). The (WCO) defines capacity building as activities which
strengthen the knowledge, abilities, skills and behavior of individuals and
improve institutional structures and processes in such a way that the
organization can efficiently meet its mission and goals in a sustainable way.

10. Integrity — the fight against corruption will remain an important
task that will need to be undertaken for years to come.

These building blocks provide solid guidance for Customs
administrations in the 21st century to ensure not only an environment that
will facilitate legitimate trade, but also allow Customs administrations to
focus limited resources on those areas deemed highest risk.

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TEXT 8.3. HM CUSTOMS & EXCISE

The role of Customs in revenue collection and social protection is
extremely important but this has to be balanced with the role of Customs
in trade facilitation.

This is how the British Customs Service (properly known as Her
Majesty's Customs and Excise), often abbreviated to HMCE) sees its
role today.

Main responsibilities. As well as the collection of VAT and excise
duties Customs and Excise is also responsible for:

v' collection of Customs duties and agricultural levies for the
European Community;

v" enforcement of prohibitions and restrictions on imports and
exports;

v’ tasks connected with foreign trade including the collection of
trade statistics.

Customs duties. The assessment and collection of Customs duties on
imported goods have always been one of the main functions of Customs
and Excise. However, one of the consequences of membership in the
European Community has been a change in the nature of Customs duties.
In addition, Customs and Excise collects and controls the other charges
which may be levied at import and remitted at export, such as excise
duties and VAT.

Import and export controls. Most goods may be imported into the
UK under the authority of an open general import licence. However, the
importation of a limited range of goods originating in certain specified
countries needs individual import licences issued by the Department of
Trade and Industry. Certain goods which are of strategic importance can
be exported under the authority of a licence from the Department of
Trade and Industry. Customs and Excise is responsible for ensuring that
goods are not imported or exported contrary to these restrictions or to
any prohibition or restriction imposed for the protection of public,
animal or plant health, on moral and humanitarian grounds, for
conservation purposes or for various other reasons. The prevention of
drug smuggling in particular is one of the top priorities.

Control of freight. Goods imported into the UK and the ships,
aircraft and vehicles carrying them must be reported to Customs. The
goods cannot be removed from the place of importation without Customs
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authority. In most cases a written declaration, a Customs import entry, is
presented for this purpose. The entry is used to enforce special controls
on certain goods and for the collection of trade statistics.

At export, Customs and Excise has a dual responsibility to carry out
any controls on exported goods and to collect all the data necessary for
the compilation of a large variety of trade statistics. Information about all
exports must be supplied to Customs before shipment in order to meet
these requirements.

Control of passengers. Travellers entering the UK must declare all
articles obtained abroad or during the voyage or flight if the goods
exceed the statutory allowances. At most major ports and airports
operating the clearway system of self-selection, travellers make a
declaration by entering either the Red Channel, if they have goods to
declare, or the Green Channel, if they have not. Travellers leaving the
UK must also pass through Customs control the aim of which is to
prevent evasion of export licensing regulations.

The European Community is seeking to harmonize Customs rules and
procedures in all its member states. It has also proposed the abolition of
most Customs controls over the movement of passengers and goods
between member states. In addition there are plans to make Customs
freight procedures as efficient and effective as possible by making
maximum use of data processing techniques and electronic data
interchange methods.

TEXT 9.3. WHAT ARE YOUR CAREE MOTIVATORS?

Motivation is defined as the process that initiates, guides, and
maintains goal-oriented behaviors. Motivation is what causes us to act,
whether it is getting a glass of water to reduce thirst or reading a book to
gain knowledge.

It involves the biological, emotional, social, and cognitive forces that
activate behavior. In everyday usage, the term motivation is frequently
used to describe why a person does something.
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Your career motivators are what energize and motivate you when you
think about what you want to accomplish or work towards in your career.
They are concrete descriptions of how you want to engage in your work.
They are not job titles and they are not general words or phrases like
«fulfillment, financial security, happiness, work/life balance» etc.
Understanding what motivates you can help you find a career direction.

There are three types of career motivators:

1. Core career motivators: Core career motivators are what you
want to spend your time doing. These include competencies (skills,
knowledge and attributes) that you want to develop, specific things you
want to create, or passions and causes that you want to pursue.

2. Work environment motivators: Work environment motivators
are things that are important for you in your workplace. These include
aspects of the physical environment, the work culture, the way work is
structured (e.g. hours, schedule, etc.), and how you like to work with
others (e.g. as a leader, support person, expert advisor, etc.).

3. Lifestyle motivators: Lifestyle motivators are what your career
allows you to do in other areas of your life. This could include money,
time, travel, relationships, and other parts that make up your work/life
balance.

All three types are important, but your core motivators will be most
helpful in pointing in a career direction. It can take time to uncover your
own motivators, and it can be tricky to separate what you really want
from what you feel you «should» want. It's a good idea to revisit them
from time to time.

TEXT 9.4. WORKING FOR CUSTOMS

The Customs officer enforces the laws and regulations of his
respective country regarding incoming goods, personal effects and
animals, as well as imports and exports. Customs officers can be located
on the physical border between countries or in transportation hubs like
ports, airports and railroad stations.

Professional Customs officers should be properly educated. As a rule
a comprehensive training involves a thorough knowledge of legislation
relevant to Customs work, knowledge of border protection methods,
search and investigation techniques, understanding of Customs procedures
and policies.

Job profiles of a Customs officer

You are going to read the Job profiles of a Customs officer provided
by The National Careers Service! in the UK and the U.S. Customs and
Border Protection®.

HM Revenue & Customs

Customs officers prevent banned items from entering or leaving the
country, and collect a range of taxes and duties.

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Work activities

Customs officers, also known as detection
officers, are employed by HM Revenue &
Customs and work in UK ports and airports
collecting Customs duties and preventing
smuggling and illegal trade.

Entry requirements
You would normally join as an adminis-
trative assistant or assistant officer and earn
promotion to customs officer or detection officer. Recruitment directly to
officer grade sometimes takes place.

To join at officer grade you will probably need five GCSEs (A-C)
including English and maths, plus two A levels or equivalent
qualifications. You will normally need two GCSEs (A-C) to join HMRC
as an administrative assistant, and five GCSEs (A-C) including maths
and English for assistant officer jobs.

If you do not have these qualifications, you could take a test to prove
your skills and abilities in areas like teamwork and communication. You
must also meet the civil service nationality requirement. All jobs are
open to British nationals and many are also open to Commonwealth
citizens or European Union nationals.

Typical responsibilities:

v identifying people and questioning people
who have been found with illegal items or goods
over the allowance;

v" searching baggage and individuals for
smuggled items;

v/ making arrests of people suspected of
smuggling;

v seizing smuggled goods;

v' checking documentation relating to imported goods;
v" undertaking physical examinations of freight;

v' detecting and prosecuting drug smugglers;

v collecting and supplying trade statistics;
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v’ writing reports and witness statements;

v" checking Customs documents;

v’ fighting the increasing problem of alcohol and tobacco smuggling;

v helping to combat the worldwide illegal trade in endangered
species of animals and birds;

v" dealing with revenue due on imported goods;

v’ taking on specialist roles such as dog handling or undercover and
surveillance work.

When necessary a Customs officer goes to court as a witness and would
work closely with other agencies, like the police and the Home Office.

Working hours and conditions

As a full-time customs officer you would work 36 hours a week over
five days. In a border protection role you would work shifts to cover 24
hours a day, seven days a week. Job sharing or part-time work may be
available.

Skills, abilities, interests and qualities

To become a Customs officer you will need to have:
good judgement;

good listening and questioning skills;

a tactful but firm manner;

honesty and fairness in applying rules;

v ability to collate and analyse often complex information;

v’ ability to disseminate detailed information in a clear and concise
manner;

v" confident decision-making ability;

v' ability to work alone and also as part of a team;

v' ability to present information in a clear and logical way;

v' ability to work accurately, pay close attention to detail and notice
inconsistencies;

= self-motivation;

= tactful and polite with excellent communication and interpersonal
skills;

= good numeracy skills, with the ability to interpret accounts and
make calculations.
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U.S. Customs and Border Protection

The U.S. Customs and Border

Protection (CBP) is an agency organized

under the Department of Homeland

Security (DHS). The CBP is responsible

for safeguarding the border and inspecting

individuals and cargo moving in and out

of the country. Several different career

positions exist within the agency. Border

Patrol Agents are tasked with monitoring large border areas for illegal

activity. Air and Marine Interdiction Agents stop illegal activity using

aircraft and boats. Customs and Border Patrol Officers are perhaps the

most visible personnel within CBP. These officers work at major air and
seaports to screen passengers and luggage.

CBP is responsible for:

v' apprehending individuals
attempting to enter the United States
illegally;

v stemming the flow of illegal
drugs and other contraband,;

v’ protecting agricultural and
economic interests from harmful
pests and diseases;

v' protecting American businesses from theft of their intellectual
property;

v'regulating and facilitating international trade by collecting import
duties, and enforcing U.S. trade laws.

Nearly 2,500 employees in CBP
revenue positions collect over $30
billion annually in entry duties and
taxes through the enforcement of
trade and tariff laws. These
collections provide the second largest
revenue for the U.S. Government.
In addition, they fulfill the agency's
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trade mission by appraising and classifying imported merchandise. These
employees serve in positions such as Import Specialist, auditor,
international trade specialist and analyst.

Unprecedented growth in world trade, new trade agreements, and
increased trade complexity make the trade compliance process activities
of U.S. Customs and Border Protection more important than ever. We
interact with both importers and exporters and are responsible for
decisions regarding a staggering variety of merchandise, manufactured
goods, and commodities.

Being an Import Specialist, you will be responsible for classifying
and appraising a portion of the billions of dollars' worth of commercially
imported merchandise that enters the U.S. every year. You will
determine which products may legally enter the country by enforcing
laws protecting public health and safety, intellectual property rights, fair
trade practices and the like. You may also play a key role in criminal
enforcement team investigations of smuggling, commercial fraud, and
counterfeiting.

A favorably completed background investigation is required for your
placement in a position with Customs and Border Protection (CBP).

A background investigation is conducted to ensure that the candidate
is suitable for employment, i.e. reliable, trustworthy, of good conduct
and character, and loyal to the United States.

Candidates for law enforcement officer positions at Customs and
Border Protection are required to undergo a polygraph exam as part of
the background investigation. The results of the polygraph will be used
to determine the candidate's suitability for placement in the law
enforcement officer position.

Along with having a degree in criminal justice, a candidate aiming to
work with U.S. Department of Home Security at a post of Customs officer
should also be physically fit and free of any court cases pending in his name.
The foremost requirement is that he should be a citizen of the country.

Seven weeks of specialized training will enable you to develop an
expert knowledge of import and export trends, commodities, and
industries, as well as complex international trade agreements. This
position will call on your intellect, discipline, organizational abilities,
and analytical skills.

In addition to great Federal benefits, you will have the satisfaction of
being an expert in a top international trade career.

TEXT 10.1. ETHICS AND CODE OF CONDUCT

Public service is a public trust. Therefore, Customs employees have a
responsibility to their Government and its citizens to place loyalty to the
Government, laws and ethical principals above private gain.

Ethics deals with the fundamental issues of practical decision-
making, and its major concerns include the nature of ultimate value and
the standards by which human actions can be judged right or wrong.
Ethics is a set of principles which determines standards of personal and
professional behaviour. It is not just obeying the law, or sticking to rules
and regulations; ethics goes beyond the law to include the way of
making and justifying decisions when it is not completely clear what is
the right or wrong thing to do.

While there is no set of rules capable of providing answers to all
ethical questions which arise, every organization should have a set of
rules and guidelines which are the boundaries within which every
employee must operate every day. In other words, Code of conduct.
Customs Service is not an exception. A Code of Conduct may serve as a
guide to solving issues for those working in Customs, and those who
have dealings with officers of Customs.

This point was recognized by the World Customs Organization
(WCO) in the WCO Revised Arusha Declaration on Integrity in Customs
which includes a specific recommendation on the issue of Codes of
Conduct. The Arusha Declaration® states that: «Customs employees
should be issued with a Code of Conduct, the implications of which
should be fully explained to them. There should be effective disciplinary
measures, which should include the possibility of dismissal».

The Purpose of Code of Ethics and Conduct is to describe the minimum
standards of behaviour required of all Customs employees. These standards
of behaviour shall be demonstrated by all Customs employees and are to
serve as a guide when making decisions and taking actions. To ensure
public confidence in the integrity of Customs, all Customs employees shall
respect and adhere to their particular Code of Ethics and Conduct, which
generally comprises the following key elements:

1. Personal Responsibility.

2. Compliance with the Law.

3. Relations with the Public.

! The Arusha Declaration was initially adopted in 1993 in Arusha, Tanzania.
On the basis of the ten year experiences it has been revised in 2003. The
Revised Arusha Declaration is the focal tool and central feature of a global and
effective approach to preventing corruption and increasing the level of integrity
in Customs.

In many countries a Code of Conduct provides the framework for
appropriate conduct in a variety of contexts and establishes standards of
behaviour expected of Customs officers. «The Code of Ethics and
Conduct Booklet» developed by the Australian Customs Service
emphasizes the following issues:

«...Personal Behaviour. Customs officers are to

o perform official duties with skills, care, diligence and impartiality,
using authority in a fair and unbiased way;

e observe acts, regulations, instructions and lawful directions;

o provide the public with service in a professional manner;

¢ not take improper advantage of any official information acquired in
the course of official duties...»

«Criminal offences. All officers of Customs must comply with the
law. Breaches of criminal law will lead to prosecution and / or
disciplinary action ... Offences relating to legislation which Customs
administers are regarded most gravely when committed by Customs
officers. Customs officers who commit offences involving prohibited
drugs, fraud, accepting bribes, or illegal importation or exportation of
goods will be subject to disciplinary action, in addition to any penalty
applied as a result of criminal proceedings...»

«Gifts or Benefits. The offering of gifts and / or benefits may be seen
as an attempt to influence a decision which an officer is required to
take...»

The Customs Service has no right to public recognition or trust if its staff
breaks the law habitually. Maintaining an environment that encourages
ethical behaviour among all Customs staff must be a high priority for each
officer. Customs authorities need to promote a culture which includes such
values as honesty, fairness, accountability, professionalism and integrity.
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The CCC's Arusha Declaration defines integrity as a science
concerning discipline, professional ethics, courtesy, personal integrity
and strictness.

The public is entitled to have complete confidence, trust and respect
in the integrity of its Customs administrations and to expect all Customs
employees to be honest, impartial and professional in the manner in
which they employ their skills, knowledge, experience and official
authorities. To maintain public confidence, it is important that Customs
employees show the highest standards of integrity in their dealings with
members of the public, the business community and other Government
officials, and maintain the same standards in their personal lives. It is
essential that Customs demonstrate high ethical standards to project an
image of Customs that is above reproach.

TEXT 10.2. ETIQUETTE. INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS ETIQUETTE

To have respect for ourselves guides our morals;

and to have a deference for others governs our manners.
Lawrence Sterne,

Irish novelist & satirist (1713-1768)

Etiquette, or good manners, is an important part of our day to day
lives. Whether we realize it or not we are always subconsciously
adhering to rules of etiquette. These are unwritten rules that reflect a
culture's values, for example giving up your seat to a lady or elderly
person, or simply saying «please» or «thank you».

Etiquette accomplishes many tasks. However, the one noteworthy
function that etiquette does perform is that it shows respect and
deference to another. By doing so it maintains good interpersonal
relationships.

We all know how we or others feel when a lack of etiquette is shown.
If someone jumps the queue, does not thank you for holding the door
open for them or forgets to shake your hand, we naturally feel
disrespected and perturbed.

Etiquette is a system of rules and conventions that regulates social
and professional behaviour. Regardless of its level of material culture,
any highly stratified society will possess an etiquette in which every
person knows the behaviour expected from him toward others and from
others toward himself.

The real point to be made is that rules of etiquette have not been
contrived in order to make those who know them seem important.
Actually the rules are nothing but the findings of long experience handed
down for reasons of practical use. Good taste is helpful! What is said and
done should be the most suitable, comfortable and useful for the
occasion, place and time.

In the same way the code of ethics is an immutable law of etiquette.

Good taste or bad is revealed in everything we are, do, or have. Our
speech manners, dress, our household goods — and even our friends — are
evidence of the quality of our taste. Rules of etiquette are sign-posts by
which we are guided to the goal of good taste.
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Modern business is global and demands people travel to foreign
countries and mix with foreign clients, colleagues or customers. All
cultures have their own etiquette rules, many of them unwritten. When
two or more different cultures mix, it is easy for small etiquette mistakes
to be made that could have negative consequences. Just as you may have
felt annoyed when a foreign businessman did not shake your hands upon
greeting you, imagine how your Chinese client must have felt when you
wrote on his business card or your Indian colleague reacted when you
flatly rejected an offer of a meal. Sometimes, not understanding
the etiquette of another culture means you show a lack of manners and as
Lawrence Sterne said, a lack of deference. This can and does lead
to soured relationships, lost deals and in the end poor business results.
International business etiquette manifests in many shapes and sizes.
Throughout the world people from different cultures have varying
etiquette rules around areas such as personal space, communication,
gift giving, food, business meetings and much more. For those who want
to make a good impression understanding of international business
etiquette is crucial. By way of introducing some of the key areas
within international business etiquette we shall look at the following
common areas:

Business Card Etiquette

When you exchange business cards (even if you exchange them) do
you simply pass it over and forget about it? In many countries the
business card has certain etiquette rules. For example in the Arab world
you would never give or receive a business card with your left hand. In
China and Japan you should try and use both hands to give and receive.
In addition it is always good etiquette to examine the card and make a
positive comment on it. Whereas in the UK it may be OK to sling the
business card into a pocket, in many countries you should always treat it
with much more respect such as storing it in a business card holder.

The Etiquette of Personal Space

How close do you stand to people? Is it impolite to touch somebody?
What about gender differences? In the Middle East you may get very
touchy-feely with the men, yet one should never touch a woman. A slap
on the back may be OK in Mexico but in China it is a serious no-no.
Touch someone on the head in Thailand or Indonesia and you would
have caused great insult. Without an appreciation of international
business etiquette, these things would never be known.
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The Etiquette of Gift Giving

Many countries such as China and Japan have many etiquette rules
surrounding the exchange of business gifts. International business
etiquette allows you an insight into what to buy, how to give a gift, how
to receive, whether to open in front of the giver and what gifts not to
buy. Great examples of gifts to avoid are anything alcoholic in Muslim
countries, anything with four of anything in Japan and clocks in China.

The Etiquette of Communication

Some cultures like to talk loudly (US and Germany), some softly
(India and China); some speak directly (Holland and Denmark) others
indirectly (UK and Japan); some tolerate interrupting others while
speaking (Brazil) others not (Canada); some are very blunt (Greece) and
some very flowery (Middle East).

The knowledge of etiquette is essential to one's decent behaviour, just
as clothing is essential to one's decent appearance. Etiquette helps
maintain good relations with people. Those that lack etiquette are
branded as uncouth and rude.

International business etiquette is a key skill for those who want to be
successful when working on the international stage. Through a great
appreciation and understanding of others' cultures you build stronger and
longer lasting business relationships.

TEXT 11.1. TECHNICAL MEANS OF CUSTOMS CONTROL

Customs Administrations are responsible for facilitating trade while
maintaining an appropriate level of control to prevent smuggling and
other illegal Customs related activities. Today Customs Services have at
their disposal a range of advanced technologies® suitable for checkpoint,
vehicle and suspect item inspection at airports, railways, ports and other
border crossings. These technologies vary in terms of their intrusiveness
and their levels of technical sophistication. They can be categorized as
manual and low-tech equipment, intrusive detection technology (seals),
and higher technology equipment (radiation detection pagers, and X-ray
and gamma ray scanners). Each technology has its security-enhancing
benefits as well as its potential drawbacks.

! Technologies — new machines, equipment, and ways of doing things that
are based on modern knowledge about science and computers.
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X-ray based inspection systems are the most common form of
noninvasive inspection technology currently in use. The power source
for X-ray systems is electrical, so the power can be turned on and off. X-
rays detect differences in material densities to produce an image of the
vehicle or container contents.

Due to the nature of X-ray methods, specific materials cannot be
identified; but it is possible with gamma ray systems to detect specific
materials like drugs and explosives.

For searching entire vehicles, Cargosearch, a giant X-ray machine, is
used. Cargosearch is housed in an equipment building with an adjacent
X-ray bay that vehicles are taken through by means of a transport
mechanism.

The transport lifts the front of the vehicle about two inches off the
cement and carries it through the bay, stopping automatically at the end
of the scan.

It can rapidly scan a truck much more efficiently than hand searching,
utilizing fewer inspectors per search.

When a suspect area is found, conventional means including the
canine enforcement officer teams and inspectors armed with density
meters, laser range finders, fiberoptic scopes and dielectrometers are
used to further detect any contraband. After that comes the hard work of
inspectors with metal saws, tire breakdown machines and cutting
torches.

TEXT 11.2. THE ROLE OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES
IN THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF A MODERN CUSTOMS POLICY

Customs administrations today face a variety of political and
administrative pressures and challenges. These include fluctuating
workloads with static or declining resources, greater business
expectations, and continuing pressures to meet government revenue,
trade facilitation, social protection, and national security objectives.
Moreover, Customs administrations are increasingly required to integrate
their systems and procedures with the sophisticated global logistics
networks used by international trade and transport operators. To cope
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with these pressures and challenges, the international Customs
community looks to the applied use of information technologies (IT) as a
means of improving organizational and operational efficiency and
effectiveness. Customs Services in different countries today use varying
degrees of automation to support core Customs functions such as goods
declaration processing, revenue assessment, revenue collection, risk
management, and management reporting.

The basic features of information technologies are the following:

» EDI release transmission;

» flexible service options for doing business;

* new ways to manage Customs' workload between offices across the

country;

» automated decision support on the release of goods; and

« capability of identifying high-risk shipments.

Customs Services all over the world use a computerized imagery
system for capturing photographic data in an electronic format which can
then be viewed at other locations in the computer network. Imagery is
used to build photographic databases of contraband concealment
methods, wanted persons, fingerprints, copyrights, trademarks and
similar data.

Information and communications technologies can substantially
contribute to making Customs operations both more effective and more
efficient. Every Customs service must attempt to implement the most
advanced ICT appropriate for its particular circumstances.

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS), US Customs and
Border Protection (CBP) has developed the Automated Targeting System
(ATS). ATS is one of the most advanced targeting systems in the world.

ATS is an intranet-based enforcement and decision support tool that
is the cornerstone for all CBP targeting efforts. As a decision support
tool ATS compares traveler, cargo, and conveyance information against
intelligence and other enforcement data by incorporating risk-based
targeting scenarios and assessments. ATS standardizes names, addresses,
conveyance names, and similar data so these data elements can be more
easily associated with other business data and personal information to
form a more complete picture of a traveler, import, or export in context
with previous behavior of the parties involved. ATS is compatible with
other databases. ATS also collects data from foreign governments. It can
automatically download, sort and screen-manifest any entry data. This
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targeting system facilitates the flow of low risk cargo and concentrates
the focus of inspectional enforcement assets on the cargo with the
highest risk.

Canada Border Services Agency has developed Accelerated
Commercial Release Operations Support System (ACROSS).

The system uses sophisticated electronic technology to streamline the
way goods are imported into Canada. With ACROSS, importers and
brokers exchange information electronically with the CBSA thereby
eliminating the requirement to present paper release packages, subject to
certain limitations.

By reducing the workload involved in the clearance of low-risk
shipments, ACROSS enables goods to be released more efficiently and
quickly. Importers spend less time dealing with the CBSA, which gives
them more time to focus on their businesses.

The use of information technologies is an effective tool for risk
management. It enables a more rapid analysis of selectivity criteria than
would be possible manually. Automation allows Customs administrations to
establish a national database of information on all transactions and
movements which can be updated and used for rapid information sharing
and identification of changing risk areas. It can also provide a database
of all risk profiles which would form the basis for a selectivity module
within an automated clearance system.

Automated systems allow Customs administrations to subject
declarations to a series of selectivity filters to determine which declarations
may require further examination.

The application of information technologies in Customs activity
brings certain benefits:

« enhanced Customs control over international consignments

* improved control

e reduced cargo clearance times for the discharge of customs
formalities

» closer cooperation with other border control agencies

» uniform application of Customs and other border-related legislation

« increased transparency and predictability for the business sector

« more efficient revenue collection and accounting

» more accurate and timely trade statistics

» more accurate information for risk management and post-clearance
audit purposes.
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These benefits are further enhanced when it is decided to leverage the
key role that a Customs administration plays in the entire international
trade cycle, to create an electronically connected trade community
wherein all stakeholders are members.

TEXT 12.1. CUSTOMS CONTROL

Customs administrations need to maintain the appropriate balance
between facilitating legitimate trade and travel while ensuring
compliance with the laws and regulations they enforce and to
demonstrate that these laws and regulations are applied fairly, efficiently
and effectively.

To ensure that Customs can appropriately apply these laws and
regulations, all international movements have to be declared for Customs
control. Customs administrations have to apply efficient and effective
controls by implementing risk management techniques, in order to
simultaneously fulfill the responsibility to collect revenue, implement
trade policy, safeguard the public, manage the increase in world trade
and tourism, reduce Customs personnel, and offer trade facilitation to
legitimate traders, travellers and carriers.

There are many ways of responding to these combined objectives by
improved facilitation and control within a set of modern Customs
practices.
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Customs control is, in fact, the main function of Customs
administrations and much attention is paid to evaluation of its
effectiveness.

«Customs control» is defined as «measures applied to ensure
compliance with the laws and regulation which Customs are responsible
for enforcing».!

One way of linking facilitation with control is by using electronic
data interchange. The move towards electronic data interchange will
streamline the division of information previously condensed into one
comprehensive declaration form.

Control of passengers and their clearance time through Customs can
also be much improved by innovative procedures based on electronic
advanced passenger information systems.

The principle of Customs control is the proper application of Customs
laws and compliance with other legal and regulatory requirements, with
maximum facilitation of international trade and travel.

Customs controls should therefore be kept to the minimum necessary
to meet the main objectives and should be carried out on a selective basis
using risk management techniques to the greatest extent possible.

Application of the principle of Customs control will allow Customs
administrations to:

Customs administrations today are required to provide extensive
facilitation while maintaining control over the international movement of
goods, means of transport and persons.

They can also be applied irrespective of the
value of the duties and taxes in question.

Movement controls

These controls are measures applicable to goods and means of
transport before or upon arrival, departure or during a Customs
procedure, until they are released. Commercial means of transport which
stop only for a short time in the Customs territory without discharging or
taking on passengers or cargo, are not normally subject to measures
other than general supervision.

The selection of goods, means of transport, or documents for
examination, should be based on risk profiles to target specific
transactions.

If a potential Customs offence is discovered during the movement
control, there must be communication and co-ordination with the
appropriate enforcement unit to start a formal investigation.

Documentary examination

The information gained from the examination of documents enables
verification for compliance purposes and matching against risk profiles.
The submission of the documents prior to the arrival/departure of
the goods and means of transport allows the pre-selection of the
movement for examination. It enables Customs to decide about the
release of the goods and means of transport before they actually arrive in
the Customs territory. Information presented in the documents when
compared to information available to Customs can assist in targeting for
special attention.

Physical examination / Search

The physical examination of goods and the search of commercial
means of transport is undertaken to verify the nature and/or the
relationship between the goods/means of transport and the documents
presented. In addition Customs administrations may carry out checks to
ensure that commercial means of transport fulfill the technical conditions
laid down by certain international agreements for the international
transport of goods. Physical examinations or searches should be carried
out as rapidly as possible.

If the document review indicates that the movement is satisfactory
and no discernible risks are present a physical examination is not

! Kyoto Convention. General Annex guidelines. Chapter 6 Customs control.
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normally necessary. If the documents however indicate the need for a
physical examination of the goods, the extent of this examination will
depend on the type of goods and the suspected Customs offence.

There are two levels of physical examination. The first, summary
examination, includes examining the outside of containers and of
packages for marks and numbers compliance, checking the integrity of
any seal, and verifying other details on the goods declaration, where
possible without opening the containers or packages.

A second, detailed examination may also be carried out on occasion.
This involves opening the container or packages and examining the
goods themselves in order to verify their description on the goods
declaration as to value, origin, classification and duty rate.

As indicated above, the level and nature of the physical examination
of goods should be determined by the information available on the
consignment, the Customs procedure under which the goods are
declared, provisions in international agreements, and any special nature
of the goods (e.g. perishable cargo, live animals, dangerous goods,
jewels, antiques, works of art, etc.). Other factors which can influence
the decision are urgency and location, as well as the resources available
to conduct the examination. Regarding commercial means of transport,
Customs should take into account the type of the means of transport and
the purpose of the stay in the Customs territory.

If it is not possible during the physical examination to determine the
tariff heading of the goods, samples could be drawn in order to expedite
the release of the goods.

Identification of goods

To allow goods subject to certain Customs procedures, e.g. transit,
transhipment, temporary admission, warehousing, inward processing,
etc., to enter or move through the Customs territory without paying
duties and taxes, specific measures are required to ensure their
identification.

These measures may include affixing seals, stamps, perforations,
identification marks, describing the goods, reference to samples, plans,
sketches or photographs.

Where the above is not feasible or sufficient due to specific
exceptional reasons, transit procedures may prescribe an itinerary or
allow transport of the goods under Customs escort. In the case of
inward/outward processing it is possible to fix specific or standard rates
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of yield of the operation and to require specific documentation on the
manufacturing.

In cases of temporary storage, warehouses or free zones, Customs
may require the trader to identify the type of goods being stored as well
as the location of the storage facility. It should be a supervised facility
and where necessary secured by a double lock. Customs retains the right
to take stock of the goods periodically.

Persons accompanying goods

Routine controls on persons arriving in a country are generally the
responsibility of the Immigration service rather than Customs. Clearly,
however, Customs' risk management will be enhanced by information on
persons accompanying goods arriving in a Customs territory. This
information could include the person's identity, journey details etc.

For checking travelers and their baggage arriving by air or sea, the
control should be facilitated by the use of the dual-channel or red/green
system. This system improves the flow of traffic without reducing the
effectiveness of the control. Checks on travelers passing through the
green channel should be carried out on a selective basis using risk
management techniques. Travelers in the red channel have to fulfil all
required formalities.

Personal searches for Customs purposes should be carried out only in
exceptional cases when the person is identified as a high risk or when
there are reasonable grounds to suspect an offence. To preserve human
dignity, physical searches should only be carried out by persons of the
same gender as the person being searched, and medical examinations
only by qualified physicians.

Audit-based controls

To manage the worldwide increase in trade and to provide traders
with greater facilitation, Customs increasingly rely on audit based
controls, using traders’ commercial systems. These controls may vary
from a simple post-clearance audit to trader selfassessment.

Audit-based controls do not preclude physical examination of the
goods. To ensure the reliability of the traders' commercial systems for
these purposes, they must follow the generally accepted accounting
principles (GAAP) within the country. These principles determine which
economic resources and obligations should be recorded as assets and
liabilities, how the assets and liabilities and changes in them should be
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measured, what information should be disclosed and how it should be
disclosed, and which financial statements should be prepared.

Customs administrations should aim for a reasonable and equitable
balance between ensuring compliance and minimising disruption and
costs to legitimate trade and the public.

Facilitation and control need not conflict. If managed well,
facilitation can enhance the success of control procedures.

TEXT 12.3. THE RISK MANAGEMENT PROCESS

For Customs administrations there is always an element of risk
in facilitating the movement of goods and persons. The extent of controls
to ensure compliance with the laws and regulations which the Customs
are responsible for enforcing should be proportionate to the level of
assessed risk.

The level of risk is determined in the context of the priorities of the
Customs administrations e.g. whether the priority is collection of duties
and taxes or checking prohibitions and restrictions or any other specific
area that has been identified.

The risk management process comprises the establishment of the risk
management context, risk identification, risk analysis, risk assessment,
addressing the risks and monitoring and reviewing the process through
compliance measurement.*

! Kyoto Convention. General Annex guidelines. Chapter 6 Customs control.
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a. Establish the context

This step establishes the strategic and organizational context in which
risk management will take place. Risk areas have to be identified and
criteria against which risk will be assessed established and the structure
of the analysis defined.

b. Identify risks

Identify what, why and how risks can arise as the basis for further
analysis. This step requires an in depth description of the current control
process. It includes: participants/clients/stakeholders; strengths and
weaknesses; where, when, how is the risk likely to be incurred and by
whom; what are the threats and their impact in case of circumvention;
why do opportunities arise for circumvention.

c. Analyze risks

Determine controls and analyse risks in terms of likelihood and
consequence. The analysis should consider: how likely is an event to
happen; and what are the potential consequences and their magnitude.

Combine these elements to produce an estimated level of risk.

If the estimated levels are low, then risks may fall into an acceptable
category and action may not be needed.

d. Assess and prioritize risks

Compare estimated levels of risk against the pre-established criteria.
Rank the risks to identify management priorities. The risks can be of
HIGH, MEDIUM, and LOW levels. Risks must be continually monitored
for any change in their nature, level or significance.

e. Address risks

Accept and monitor low-priority risks. For other risks, develop and
implement a specific management plan which includes consideration of
resources (human, financial and technical).

f. Monitor and review — Compliance measurement

Monitor and review the performance, effectiveness and efficiency of
the risk management system and changes which might affect it.

g. Documentation

There should be a risk register which gives the rationale behind
selecting the risks, and records the assumptions on which assessments
have been made, to establish an audit trail that ensures important
information is not lost.
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Risk management within Customs can be strategic, operational or
tactical. It should be remembered that the risk management process can
apply across all of these levels.

Strategic risk management. By studying comprehensive information,
Customs administrations can identify areas of risk, sift out those of
minor importance, and intervene only where experienced and practical
judgement indicates it is necessary. Risk areas in the Customs context
can include social issues (exclusion of drugs, pornography etc.),
import/export prohibitions and restrictions (eg. CITES), public health,
environment, commercial policy measures (e.g. IPR, GSP), quotas, and
duty and tax issues.

Operational risk management — is the determination of the level of
control necessary to deal effectively with the assessed risk. An example of
this is determining the audit controls applied to an importer or how to
deploy limited staff and equipment effectively. Using this approach the
Customs moves from being a «gatekeeper» checking every movement, to
checking only selected movements which demonstrate the greatest risk.

Tactical risk management — is used by officers at their workplace in
dealing with immediate situations. Using set procedures combined with
intelligence, experience and skill, they decide which movements require
greater controls.

Selectivity, profiling and targeting are integral parts of risk
management (figure).

Parts of risk management

Selectivity criteria for dutiable goods include the history of the
importer, exporter, carrier, agent, etc., the origin and routing of the
goods, and prohibitions or restrictions.

Risk indicators are specified selectivity criteria such as: specific
commodity code, country of origin, country whence consigned, licensing
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indicator, value, trader, level of compliance, type of means of transport,
purpose of the stay in the Customs territory, financial consequences, or
financial situation of the trader/person.

Risk profiling is the means by which Customs puts risk management
into practice. It replaces random examination of documents and goods
with a planned and targeted working method, making maximum use of
Customs resources. A risk profile is a document which can be set out in a
number of ways but it should be comprehensive and relevant to the
traffic throughput in a Customs office.

The risk profile should contain a description of the risk area, an
assessment of the risk, the counter-measures to be taken, an action date,
the results and an evaluation of the effectiveness of the action taken. A
risk profile can be kept in a binder or on a local computer and it should
be as accessible as possible to Customs officers.

Once established, the profiles along with other information and
intelligence will provide a basis for targeting potentially high risk
movements of consignments, means of transport, or travelers.

Risk indicators are emerging all the time. Customs should keep them
up to date by gathering and accessing information from various sources
such as the WCO Enforcement Bulletin, Regional Intelligance Liason
Office, international databases on trader information (e.g. Dun &
Bradstreet, Lloyd's Shipping register) and from other administrations
acting under the Narobi Convention or bilateral agreements. It is
essential that gathering and accessing information be based on mutual
administrative assistance.

Risk profiles should be reviewed at regular intervals to ensure that
they are always up to date, and to rid the system of information that is no
longer relevant. It is also important to carry out random checks, because
companies that are in regular contact with Customs will be aware of
profiling methods or sometimes the profiles themselves.

These random checks can also provide a cost effective means of
identifying other types of risk and of monitoring or estimating their
significance, or any changes in the risk pattern.

Review and evaluation within the risk management process should be
incorporated into a regular review procedure to measure, assess and
evaluate the effectiveness of the overall Customs control programme and
should take into account the findings of external government audits.
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Staff at all levels should be involved in these regular reviews.
Feedback from staff is essential so that constant validation can take place
and the necessary updating can be applied.

Customs administrations are encouraged to implement control
procedures based on the use of risk management and profiling techniques
as a means to identify reliable operators/persons who may then benefit
from greater facilitation as opposed to those operators/persons which
require higher levels of control.

Risk management is a basic principle of modern Customs control
methods. It allows optimum exploitation of Customs' resources without
threatening the effectiveness of controls, while relieving a majority of
the trade/public from excessive bureaucratic constraints.

Procedures based on risk management techniques concentrate
controls on the areas of highest risk while leaving the bulk of
goods/persons to pass relatively freely through Customs.

TEXT 13.1. HOW TO COMMUNICATE WITH CUSTOMS

Customs administrations communicate with the traders by using
various sophisticated information and communications technologies.

Electronic communication in Customs Management takes place by
printing messages or creating Electronic Data Interchange (EDI)
messages. The EDI is a class of industry specific message formats used
in electronic commerce. It can communicate and set up electronic
Customs processes with various European, US, and Australian Customs
authorities. It can also address different filing formats, data transmission
requirements, and other features.

Clients may connect via the Internet for EDI, or alternatively clients
with high volumes of transactions may find it more cost-effective to have
a direct connection to Customs. There are many EDI software packages
commercially available to industry.

There are certain advantages and disadvantages of EDI.

Advantages

* Ability to store records.

» Declarations and cargo reports can be held, saved, amended, printed
and retransmitted.

* Ability to batch transactions.

» Option for other business enhancements to software, such as
accounting and auditing functions.

Disadvantages

* Higher set-up and maintenance costs.

» Software reliability and impact of downtime.

* Potential costs of training staff.

Exporters have the option of lodging Export Declarations (EDNs) by
two methods:

By document. This is referred to as a documentary export declaration
involving the completion of a paper declaration, prepared by the owner
or agent acting on behalf of the owner. Documentary export declarations
must be lodged in person at a Customs counter.

Electronically. Export declarations can only be lodged by a registered
user of different systems. The system converts the data into an
Intermediate Document (IDoc) and sends the IDoc output file (i.e., text)
to a middleware. The middleware acts as a translator to convert the IDoc
file into the format in which the receiving system expects it.
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US Customs and Border Protection uses Automated Export System
(AES), which collects and retains electronic Shipper's Export Declaration
records. AES provides a standardized, efficient, real-time information
exchange between Customs authorities and traders. It features enhanced
flexibility regarding legal and organizational changes and accelerates
purchasing, production, and sales processes.

In Australia traders communicate electronically with Customs via the
Integrated Cargo System (ICS). Under the ICS, Customs uses an open
system based on Internet protocols. This provides clients with a number
of options for communicating with Customs:

*a range of enhanced functions for lodging import and export
declarations and cargo reports;

* facilities to amend previous electronic data interchange (EDI)
messages;

* access to the diagnostic facility to verify the status of transactions in
the ICS;

* the ability to update the client register.

There are a number of existing and emerging Customs management
computer systems available today on the market. All have a core of
similar modules that permit Customs to manage its customs clearance
operations using computer and communications-supported modules.

Information and communications technologies can substantially
contribute to making Customs operations both more effective and more
efficient.

TEXT 13.2. BENEFITS OF COMMUNICATION

Generally, modern Customs administrations have two main tasks to
collect duties and taxes, which represent a substantial proportion of the
government's revenue, and to protect society by combatting the
movement of restricted and prohibited goods. In performing these tasks
Customs administrations need to maintain the appropriate balance
between facilitating legitimate trade and travel while ensuring compliance
with the laws and regulations they enforce, and to demonstrate that these
laws and requirements are applied fairly, efficiently, and effectively.

To achieve these objectives Customs requires a sound organization
with well-trained, motivated, and informed officers who apply the law
clearly and consistently, and an effective system of communication.

Effective communication will bring benefits to Customs management
and staff, the business community, and the public. Although it
contributes positively to the administration's overall image, its main
objective is to achieve compliance. A total Customs communication
system can be extremely complex, but its complexity varies with the
needs associated with particular Customs organizations and their
operational environmental situations. Each Customs function or
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situation calls for its own subsystem of communication. Effective
communication helps

management by:

v' ensuring that target groups be informed;

v raising general public awareness of Customs' role;

v' measuring business and public acceptance;

v identifying emerging issues;

v' assisting in policy making.

= developing better relations between the public, the business
community, and employees;

= assisting in the delivery of quality service;

= promoting confidence and morale, thus motivating them to carry
out their duties;

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In a business context, all communication can be divided into two
categories  namely, external Communication and internal
Communication.

Internal communication is the flow of information within the
organization. The goals of effective internal communication are to:

v" disseminate the information required for staff to perform the work
effectively;

v motivate staff through a feeling of belonging and pride;

v' ensure that staff are aware of the administration's goals, policies,
and priorities;

v make staff sensitive to the needs and concerns of the public and
the business community; and

v' provide staff with a forum to contribute ideas to improve the way
Customs conducts its business.

External communication is the flow of information from the
organization to ensure that the public and the business community have
the information they need to comply with the law and to instil confidence
in the quality of the organization. The goals of effective external
communication are to:

= disseminate the information in a useful, timely, and accurate
manner;

= ensure the public and the business community understand their
rights and obligations;

= educate the public and the business community about the role of
the Customs administration in collecting revenue, protecting society, and
facilitating trade;

= ensure that the Customs administration knows and understands the
needs of the public and the business community;

= ensure that the views of the public and the business community are
taken into account in policy-making programme design.

Effective communication is vital to raise awareness on specific topics
as well as Customs achievements, to enhance transparency, to change
perceptions when needed and improve compliance rates. Good
communication also has profound impacts in how we learn from
each other.

TEXT 14.1. CUSTOMS OFFENCES

(Excerpts from Specific Annex H.2 concerning Customs offences)

The primary task of Customs is to ensure compliance with Customs law.

Customs offence means any breach or attemted breach of Customs
law'. Offences against Customs law are prejudicial to the economic,
social and fiscal interests of States and to the legitimate interests of trade.

Customs offences may be dealt with by the Customs authorities, in
accordance with procedures laid down in national legislation. In this case
only Customs offences which are regarded as relatively serious are
brought before the administrative tribunals or courts of law.

National legislation confers upon the Customs authorities a wide
range of investigatory powers in connection with Customs offences. For
example, they can examine the production of documents and search
persons and premises.

When a Customs offence has been established, the Customs authorities
are empowered, in certain circumstances, to take the necessary
precautionary measures and, in particular, to seize or detain the goods

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and means of transport The penalties applied in respect of Customs
offences vary according to the seriousness or the importance of the
offences. Customs offences which are regarded as particularly serious may
have severe consequences. In case of offences which are regarded as of
minor importance a small fine is imposed.

If there is no fraudulent intent, there is normally no penalty. These are
the cases of an inadvertent error, through force majeure or other
circumstances beyond the control of the person concerned. National
legislation shall specify which persons can be held responsible in
connection with the commission of a Customs offence.

Depending on the seriousness of the Customs offence, the Customs
authorities may be empowered to require security, to seize or detain the
goods and means of transport, or to detain the persons concerned and
hand them over to other competent authorities.

After discovering a Customs offence the Customs authorities shall
inform the person concerned as soon as possible of the nature of the
alleged offence, the legal provisions that may have been contravened
and, as appropriate, the possible penalties.

Goods shall not be seized or detained unless they are liable to
forfeiture or adequate security cannot be given or they may be required
to be produced as evidence at some later stage in the procedure or are
subject to prohibitions or restrictions.

The penalties commonly applicable are fines, forfeiture of the goods
and, where appropriate, forfeiture of the means of transport.

In cases where penalties are applied, the following Customs offences
should be punishable only by a small fine provided that there is no
question of fraudulent intent:

« failure to present goods within a specified time limit;

« failure to follow the itinerary prescribed for the conveyance of
goods under Customs control;

« failure to produce documents or information within a specified
time limit.

The fines are normally based on the amount of the duties and taxes
evaded or unduly repaid and not on the value of the goods.

TEXT 14.2. MONEY LAUNDERING

The growth in international trade, the expansion of the global
financial system, the lowering of barriers to international travel, and the
surge in the internalization of organized crime have combined to provide
the source, opportunity, and means for converting illegal proceeds into
what appears to be legitimate funds.

Money laundering® happens in almost every country in the world, and
a single scheme typically involves transferring money through several
countries in order to obscure its origins.

Money laundering, at its simplest, is the act of making money that
comes from Source A look like it comes from Source B. In practice,
criminals are trying to disguise the origins of money obtained through
illegal activities so it looks like it was obtained from legal sources.
Otherwise, they can't use the money because it would connect them to
the criminal activity, and law-enforcement officials would seize it.

The rise of global financial markets makes money laundering easier
than ever — countries with bank-secrecy? laws are directly connected to
countries with bank-reporting laws, making it possible to anonymously
deposit «dirty» money in one country and then have it transferred to any
other country for use.

Examples of money laundering activities include organized crime,
drug trafficking, prostitution, gambling, funding terrorism, illegal arms
sales and smuggling. Regarding the financial services industry, money
laundering activities include embezzlement, insider trading, bribery, tax
evasion and fraud schemes.

The basic money laundering process has three stages:

1. Placement. The physical disposal of cash proceeds derived from
illegal activity. At this stage, the launderer inserts the dirty money into a

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legitimate financial institution. This is often in the form of cash bank
deposits. This is the riskiest stage of the laundering process because
large amounts of cash are pretty conspicuous, and banks are required to
report high-value transactions.

2. Layering. It involves sending the money through various financial
transactions by creating complex layers of financial transactions
designed to disguise the audit trail and provide anonymity. Layering may
consist of several bank-to-bank transfers, wire transfers between
different accounts in different names in different countries, making
deposits and withdrawals to continually vary the amount of money in the
accounts, changing the money's currency, and purchasing high-value
items (boats, houses, cars, diamonds) to change the form of the money.
This is the most complex step in any laundering scheme, and it's all
about making the original dirty money as hard to trace as possible.

3. Integration. The provision of apparent legitimacy to criminally
derived wealth. At this stage, the money re-enters the mainstream
economy in legitimate-looking form — it appears to come from a legal
transaction. This may involve a final bank transfer into the account of a
local business in which the launderer is «investing» in exchange for a cut
of the profits, the sale of a yacht bought during the layering stage or of
the profits, the sale of a yacht bought during the layering stage or the
purchase of a $10 million screwdriver from a company owned by the
launderer. At this point, the criminal can use the money without getting
caught. It's very difficult to catch a launderer during the integration stage
if there is no documentation during the previous stages.

The three basic stages may occur as separate and distinct phases; they
may occur simultaneously; or, more commonly, they may overlap. How
the basic steps are used depends on the available laundering mechanisms
and the requirements of the criminal organizations.

Money laundering has become a global problem. It can have
devastating effects on the soundness of financial institutions and
undermine the political stability of democratic nations.

The international response to laundering has taken a number of forms,
including multilateral treaties, regional agreements, international
organizations, and the identification of universal counter-laundering
measures.

The Vienna Convention of 1988 represents the first concerted effort to
influence the international community's response to drug money laundering.
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It requires the parties to take specific actions, including steps to enact
domestic laws criminalizing the laundering of money derived from drug
trafficking and provide for the forfeiture of property derived from such
offences. The treaty also promotes international cooperation as a key to
reducing the global threat of money laundering and requires states to
provide assistance in obtaining relevant financial records when requested
to do so without regard to domestic bank secrecy laws.

The Council of Europe is a regional organization established to
strengthen democracy, human rights, and the rule of law in its Member
States, in part, by harmonizing its policies and encouraging the adoption
of common practices and standards. It adopted the Strasbourg Convention
in November 1990, which requires each party to adopt legislation that
criminalizes money laundering. The treaty also requires signatories to
adopt laws authorizing the forfeiture of the proceeds of serious offences.
Members must provide investigative assistance to foreign jurisdictions
regarding forfeiture cases and take appropriate measures to prevent
disposal of subject property prior to confiscation.

There are countless organizations trying to get a handle on the problem.
In the United States, the Department of Justice, the State Department, the
Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Internal Revenue Service and the
Drug Enforcement Agency all have divisions investigating money
laundering and the underlying financial structures that make it work.
State and local police also investigate cases that fall under their
jurisdiction. Due to the fact that global financial systems play a major
role in most high-level laundering schemes, the international community
is fighting money laundering through various means, including the
Financial Action Task Force on Money Laundering (FATF). The United
Nations, the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund also have
anti-money-laundering divisions.

Most countries now have implemented principles and rules to combat
money laundering. These rules should be implemented according to each
country's specific circumstances and constitutional framework, allowing
flexibility. In their fight for combating money laundering countries should:

v Determine which serious crimes would be designated as money
laundering offences.

v' Take measures including legislative ones, to enable it to
criminalize money laundering and should consider both monetary and
civil penalties.
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v Be able to confiscate property laundered, proceeds from,
instruments used in or intended for use in the commission of any money
laundering.

v" Monitor the physical cross-border transportation of cash and
bearer negotiable instruments, subject to strict safeguards to ensure
proper use of information.

Multilateral agreements that require participants to adopt anti-
laundering measures and the regional and world organizations that have
developed and encouraged a standardized approach to addressing
laundering all have contributed to the strides made in addressing the
challenges posed. Only with laws that have been harmonized can law
enforcement agencies, working together with financial institution
administrators and regulators, combat this ever-increasing problem.

Drawback fraud is where a trader claims a refund of excise duty paid

in the UK by producing evidence that the goods have been exported to
the continent. Duties in near continent countries are usually lower than in
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the UK. The trader then commercially re-imports the goods — usually
high-strength beer which carries high duty in this country — or re-
circulates it into the UK drinks market.

In more sophisticated cases of carousel® fraud, the goods are bought
and sold several times through a chain of traders, each taking a cut of the
profits, eventually being exported again when another drawback claim is
made. This type of carousel fraud — so called because goods go round in
circles — is highly lucrative.

TEXT 15.1. THE GLOBAL DRUG PROBLEM

Humanity has used drugs since the earliest times, mainly to relieve
pain or for ritual purposes. Recently, however, this use has degenerated
into abuse, dependence and crime. lllicit drug production, trafficking and
consumption have spread at an epidemic rate and reached every part of
the globe. No nation remains immune to the devastating problems caused
by drug abuse on the user, the family, the community and society at
large. Drug addicts can't fully participate in the society.

Drug abuse and trafficking lead to the spreading of violence,
increased criminality and economic dislocation.

Developing countries have been particularly affected by the adverse
consequences of drug abuse, due to a lack of resources that prevents
them from adopting the necessary defensive measures. The international
community has become increasingly aware of the danger it is facing and
has realized that the struggle against trafficking in illicit drugs is too big
for any one country to tackle alone. A global problem such as drug abuse
requires a global response.
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International cooperation to address the global drug problem is
founded upon the principle of shared responsibility*.

The overwhelming majority of States have developed and acceded to
the three international drug control conventions that make up the
international drug control system, which in turn is built upon the
principle of shared responsibility. These conventions are the best
available tools for protecting humanity from drug abuse and the impact
of trafficking, illicit cultivation and production of drugs. The major
international drug control conventions are mutually supportive and
complementary.

1. The Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs of 1961 is an international
treaty to prohibit production and supply of specific drugs and of drugs with
similar effects except under licence for specific purposes, such as medical
treatment and research. The Convention has been used as the basis for the
standardization of national drug-control laws.

2. The Convention on Psychotropic Substances of 1971 is a United
Nations treaty designed to control psychoactive drugs. The Convention
also called for coordinated, universal action to implement effective
measures to prevent the diversion and abuse of narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances.

3. The United Nations Convention against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic
Drugs and Psychotropic Substances of 1988 complements the other two
conventions by reinforcing the obligation of countries to apply criminal
sanctions to combat all the aspects of illicit production, possession and
trafficking of drugs.

Recognizing the adverse consequences of drug abuse, leading
governments all over the world adopt a series of wide-ranging
countermeasures. New drug control laws, drafted in accordance with the
International Conventions and recommendations of the United Nations,
have been adopted by many parliaments. Governments have approved
Programmes of Comprehensive Measures against Drug Trafficking and
Drug Abuse.

! Common and shared responsibility is a principle of international law and is
applied in many fields of cooperation. It provides the framework for a cooperative
partnership among a community of parties, based on a common understanding of a
shared problem, a common goal and the necessity of reaching that goal through
common and coordinated action.
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The main objective of these Programmes is to prevent the escalation
of drug abuse and trafficking, and to reduce the level of drug-related
crimes. The Programmes envisage the development of an adequate legal
and institutional framework to promote treatment and rehabilitation for
drug addicts, strengthen controls over drugs used for illicit purposes,
interdict drug trafficking, and expand drug control contacts and
cooperation at the international level.

TEXT 15.2. DRUG CONTROL: INTERNATIONAL POLICY AND
APPROACHES

The drug problem continues to worsen inexorably from year to year. The
widespread epidemic of violence, social upheaval and human misery have
been brought on by drug abuse and illicit trafficking. Governments and
international organisations, as well as scientific and academic communities,
have all worked together to understand and tackle the drug problem.

Timely exchange of information is crucial to fighting drug trafficking.
The United Nations is a gold mine of information on the spread of the
drug abuse epidemic, on innovative responses, etc.

The United Nations Fund for Drug Abuse Control (UNFDAC) has
become a major focus of activities designed to support Governments'
efforts to carry out their obligations to eliminate illicit production,
trafficking and abuse.

The main objective of the Fund's activities is to help developing
countries in their efforts to curb production, trafficking and abuse of
drugs. For instance, Thailand is a major grower of opium, while India is
the only legalized producer of the plant for medical purposes.

The Fund has also provided material assistance for a telecommunications
network to enhance co-operation among the Caribbean countries and
between that region and Interpol, assisting law enforcement agencies to
communicate rapidly and intercept drug traffickers.

The UN system offers a wide range of Development Programmes. In
Bolivia, the UN Development Programme (UNDP) seeks to diminish
economic dependence of farmers on coca production, improve marketing
of alternative crops and upgrade law enforcement. In Thailand the
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Programme promotes integrated rural development. The goal is to
encourage production of coffee, vegetables and other food and cash
crops as alternatives to drug crops.

The International Maritime Organization has developed guidelines to
prevent drug smuggling on ships plying international routes.

The International Civil Aviation Organization is studying measures,
including sanctions, to ensure that commercial air carriers are not used to
transport illicit narcotics.

The fight against drug trafficking and abuse requires from the
international community a common understanding of the problem, and a
shared vision of the appropriate strategies and responses.

Shared responsibility is not always an easy principle to guide action
worldwide, but it will be the most effective one. Governments, the
United Nations system, regional organizations, civil society and the
private sector need to work together to secure healthy lives for their
citizens and respect for the rule of law. Drug control approaches
addressed in this issue include:

v' expansion of efforts to reduce foreign production at the source;

v’ expansion of interdiction and enforcement activities to disrupt
supply lines;

v' expansion of efforts to reduce worldwide demand;

v’ expansion of economic disincentives for international drug
trafficking.

In order to improve the concerted actions by the international community
to advance shared responsibilities in drug control, Governments and the
organizations concerned should comply with the provisions of the
international drug control conventions. They should develop more
effective practices in reducing illicit drug demand, focusing on education,
prevention, treatment and rehabilitation. They should also establish
efficient mechanisms for exchanging information on their actions,
experiences and good practices in drug control.

A CRUCIAL BATTLE IN THE EU'S FIGHT AGAINST DRUGS

«Drug Precursors» are chemical substances frequently used to
manufacture illicit drugs such as ecstasy or amphetamines manufacture.
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Having wide legitimate uses, drug precursors may be extremely
dangerous when diverted from the licit distribution channels for the
illicit manufacturing of drugs.

Ecstasy in particular is a major source of concern for the European
Union. Some 2,6 million adults in the EU have used it recently,
according to the report of the European Monitoring Centre for Drugs and
Drugs Addiction.

Ecstasy poses a problem not only on grounds of the health hazards
associated with its use, but also because in recent years the EU has
become one of the world's leading manufacturers and exporters of the
drug, using imported precursors. And synthetic drugs are also made in
the EU in large quantities. Of course what represents enormous risks for
users means huge profits for the drugs «business»: one litre of some key
precursors can produce amphetamine-type stimulants with a street value
of more than € 500,000.

Fighting precursor diversion is therefore an absolute necessity. It is
equally obvious that trade in drug precursors cannot be prohibited.

European Community legislation

Different types of administrations are involved in drug precursor
control, notably Health, Police, and Customs.

Today, precursor specific controls through Customs at the EU
external frontier are more important than ever. When the EU precursor
legislation came into force, the EU used to be an exporter of drug
precursors. Today this is still the case, but the EU has also become an
importer of drug precursors. Especially those precursors than are
generally not produced locally and must be brought into the EU. This
situation requires particular attention from EU Customs when securing
the EU external frontier.

A new legal arsenal has been put in place in the EU with the entry
into force in August 2005 of a set of three regulations aiming at:

v monitoring of trade in drug precursors between the EU and
countries outside the Union. It requires that all imports — including
transhipment, exports and intermediary activities involving drug precursors
be documented by operators, and that drug precursors be clearly
identified as such. In addition, businesses trading in drug precursors have
to hold a license or must be registered;
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v" monitoring of trade within the EU;

v implementing rules for the two regulations mentioned above, in
order to establish the necessary procedures regarding licensing, and
further detailed rules concerning the monitoring of trade. Imports and
exports require prior individual authorisations where specific forms must
be used. For transshipment consignments the operator must be able to
demonstrate the licit purposes of the transaction.

Diversion of drug precursors is a problem with an obviously
international dimension, spanning several continents. This is why co-
operation between the EU and other countries has a very significant role
to play in preventing relevant chemicals from ending up in the illicit
manufacture of ecstasy and other dangerous substances.

The world's Customs Services play a major role in the fight against
drug trafficking. No one knows the full extent of this illicit trade; though
it cannot be determined what percentage of illicit drugs Customs
Services detect and prevent from reaching the market, the total tonnage
that has been seized is a very substantial and impressive figure.

This enforcement role is one that Customs does not bear alone. The
responsibility for interdicting illicit drugs is one that is almost
everywhere shared by the Customs Service of that nation with its Police
authorities. Some drug seizures result strictly from Customs activities,
some are made by the Police and in many cases, seizure actions occur
from joint action of both groups. To be truly effective against the drug
trade requires both services, Customs and Police, to work closely
together.
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Despite all the efforts and successes of Customs Services and Police
around the world, there does not appear to be any drop up in the illicit
drug trade. Rather it appears to be spreading, particularly in regions and
countries where up to now it has operated on a very small scale. It
continues to be an insidious threat to the economies and societies of
every world region. The drug smugglers counter the successes of
Customs with new routings, new concealments, new categories of
persons as couriers. Responding to these changing patterns in the trade
requires constant vigilance from all Customs Services.

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TEXT 16.1. WCO

The World Customs Organization (WCQO) is the only international
intergovernmental organization that deals with Customs procedures
governing trade between countries. Its work aims to improve the
effectiveness and efficiency of Customs administrations across the globe,
and to help them fulfil their dual role of facilitating trade whilst ensuring
its security.

Born after the Second World War out of a desire by countries to
re-launch world trade, and to provide a platform for the discussion of
Customs issues, the WCO - officially established in 1952 as the Customs
Co-operation Council — held its first meeting on 26 January 1953.

Today, the WCO represents 179 Customs administrations across the
globe that collectively process approximately 98% of world trade. As the
global centre of Customs expertise, the WCO is the only international
organization with competence in Customs matters and can rightly call
itself the voice of the international Customs community.

The WCO's governing body — the Council — relies on the competence
and skills of a Secretariat and a range of technical and advisory
committees to accomplish its mission. The Secretariat, comprises over
100 international officials, technical experts and support staff of some
nationalities.

The WCO offers its Members a range of Conventions and other
international instruments, as well as technical assistance and training
services provided either directly by the Secretariat, or with its
participation. The Secretariat also actively supports its Members in their
endeavours to modernize and build capacity within their national
Customs administrations. The WCO has forged ahead with efforts to
develop a framework for a Public Relations/fCommunication strategy for
Member administrations.

The WCO can offer help to its members through various Programmes
which can help Customs administrations become more effective and
efficient. The main objectives of the Programmes are:

¢ to develop and improve systems of Customs control;

¢ to simplify time-consuming border controls;

e to promote trade.

As a result, a whole range of potential benefits are available to
governments and society:
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v' the collection of more revenue;

v' an increase in the detection of fraud and smuggling of prohibited
and restricted goods;

v' the reduction of trading business overheads and easier access to
international markets;

v' better targeted training and technical assistance;

v better strategic planning;

v the production of more accurate and timely statistical and
management information.

Besides the vital role played by the WCO in stimulating the growth of
legitimate international trade, it also makes efforts to combat fraudulent
activities internationally. For that purpose the WCO has developed its
enforcement strategy.

By promoting the development of an honest, transparent and
predictable Customs environment, the WCO directly contributes to the
economic and social well-being of its Members.

Finally, in an international environment characterized by instability
and the ever-present threat of terrorist activity, the WCQO's mission is to
enhance the protection of society and the national territory, and to secure
and facilitate international trade.

In order to fulfill its mission, the WCO:

v’ establishes, maintains, supports and promotes international
instruments for the harmonization and uniform application of simplified
and effective Customs systems and procedures;

v" reinforces Members' efforts to secure compliance with their
legislation in order to combat Customs and other trans-border offences;

v’ assists Members in their efforts to meet the challenges of the
modern business environment and adapt to changing circumstances by
promoting co-operation among Members and by fostering human
resource development, improvements in the management and working
methods of Customs administrations and sharing of best practices.

More and more administrations are beginning to realise that the
survival of Customs depends on the transformation of its «bag-opening
gate-keeper» image into one of «the facilitator and protector of society».
The World Customs Organization offers Customs administrations around
the world the opportunity to effectively meet the challenging demands of
today's highly competitive and rapidly changing world.

TEXT 16.2. THE WCO'S ENFORCEMENT STRATEGY

Intelligence is a vital element of enforcement for Customs
administrations which have to perform control missions whilst at the
same time facilitating trade.

In order to prevent control and search operations from impeding the
free movement of persons, goods and means of transport, Customs services
are implementing intelligence-based selective and targeted controls.
Information exchange on potential or real risks of offences is therefore vital
if Customs Services are to implement their enforcement strategy.
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To enable its Members to combat transnational organized crime more
effectively, the WCO has developed a global network of Regional
Intelligence Liaison Offices (RILOSs).

The RILO network currently comprises 11 Liaison Offices covering
the WCOQ's six regions.

Each RILO is a regional centre for collecting, analysing and
supplementing data as well as disseminating information on trends,
modus operandi, routes and significant cases of fraud. They employ
Customs officers coming from different countries in a region. This
ensures that the entire dynamics of a region is fully reflected.

The RILO mechanism is surported by the Customs Enforcement
Network (CEN). The aim of this mechanism is to enhance the
effectiveness of global information and intelligence exchange as well as
co-operation between all the Customs services tasked with combating
transnational crime.

The CEN is one system with many functions:

v a database of Customs seizures and offences;

v’ a website for the information and intelligence needs of Customs
Services;

v/ a communications network to facilitate international exchanges
and contacts;

v' a concealment picture database to highlight exceptional seizures
and exchange X-ray pictures.

The CEN uses modern technology for reliable, secure and inexpensive
operation. It is internet-based and has effective database protection, only
permitting access to authorized users. Users require a login ID and
password to access the CEN, these being granted on request by Member
States. Furthermore, users have to install a Certificate issued by the
Certificate Authority to ensure that the system remains secure.

CEN relies on encryption technology to protect communication and
data transfers. Its main characteristics are simplicity, user- friendliness
and low-cost communication, which is rapid and secure.

The CEN contains 13 different headings and products covering the
main fields of Customs enforcement activity: drugs, tobacco, alcoholic
beverages, CITES, Intellectual property rights (IPR) —counterfeiting,
precursors, tax and duty evasion, weapons and explosives, currency,
nuclear materials, hazardous material, pornography / paedophilia, other
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prohibitions and restrictions (including works of art, stolen vehicles,
anabolic steroids, etc.).

The activity of the RILO network is carried out at:

¢ national level, the Member administrations' National Contact
Points (NCPs) gather information on seizures made from existing
sources at national level, electronically input data into the CEN or
transmit the said data to RILOs by fax or post, analyze the information
collected at national level to ascertain new trends, produce Alerts and
transmit them to the RILOs for regional circulation, and co-operate
nationally with the full gamut of enforcement agencies or services;

o regional level, the RILOs study and evaluate international seizures,
verify the accuracy of the CEN data supplied by the NCPs, prepare
and circulate Alerts and intelligence profiles, issue periodicals or ad hoc
analysis bulletins, devise, organize and support regional intelligence-
based operations, facilitate mutual assistance and co-operation with
other enforcement services and provide technical or other assistance
to NCPs;

e international level, the WCO Secretariat is responsible for the
central management of the CEN by using, operating and maintaining
the system as a global information and intelligence tool for the RILO
network, periodically conducts global strategic and tactical analyses
based on information available in the CEN, circulates a summary of its
analyses in its annual reports, offers training and technical assistance to
the RILOs and their Members, and shares strategic information with
other international organizations engaged in combating organized crime.

To this end, the
Seventh Global Congress on Combating Counterfeiting and Piracy was
convened in Istanbul, Turkey from 24-26 April 2013 by the World Customs
Organization (WCQO) and INTERPOL with the support of the World
Intellectual Property Organisation (WIPO).

The three intergovernmental organizations, each with a wealth of
experience in different aspects of combating counterfeiting and piracy,
called together representatives from governments, industry and
enforcement agencies. Together they determined to pool their forces
with the objectives of pushing the fight against counterfeiting and piracy
up the global political and business agenda; of establishing a high level
public-private partnership to pursue collective action; and of generating
conditions which would lead to greater investment of human and
financial resources in enforcement measures. Their overall goal was to
improve the understanding of the full range and extent of these costs so
as to assist member governments confronting decisions on how investments
in IP protection (through legislation and regulatory enforcement) are
related to and can improve other social and development priorities, such as
economic development, employment, tax base, consumer health and safety,
technology transfer, law enforcement and fighting organized crime.

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TEXT 17.1. CUSTOMS CONVENTIONS*

Since the beginning of the century, there has always been a
continuous effort to standardize and harmonize Customs formalities with
the aim of simplifying and facilitating international trade. In 1923, the
League of Nations signed in Geneva the International Convention
relating to the Simplification of Customs Formalities. Certain Customs
issues were also included in the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade
(GATT) of 1947. In 1950 the Convention establishing a Customs Co-
operation Council (CCC) was signed.

The Customs Co-operation Council was and still is the only
intergovernmental worldwide organization competent in Customs
matters. Numerous studies carried out by the Council on the principal
Customs procedures such as importation, exportation, duty-free trade,
inward and outward processing, transit, warehousing, temporary
admission, etc., resulted in a series of conventions and recommendations
designed to solve specific Customs issues. The following table contains a
short list of Conventions and agreements sponsored or administered by
the Customs Co-operation Council (The full list is presented in Summary
of Position)’.

For example, the Istanbul Convention gathers all existing temporary
admission facilities under a single instrument and provides a framework
for dealing with any new categories of goods needing temporary
admission facilities. The Convention also simplifies and harmonizes
Customs formalities in connection with temporary admission, in particular
by making the acceptance of the ATA Carnet obligatory in all cases
where a Customs document and security are required for temporary
admission. The goods are covered by a single document known as the
ATA carnet that is secured by an international guarantee system. The
term «ATA» is a combination of the initial letters of the French words
«Admission Temporaire» and the English words «Temporary Admission».
The ATA carnet serves as a goods declaration at export, transit and
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import. The ATA carnet is now the document most widely used by the
business community for international operations involving temporary
admission of goods to promote and develop international trade.

Complex trade documentation and procedures act as barriers in
international trade to the detriment of national economies. That is why
trade documentation and procedures have been subjected to a systematic
review at both national and international level with a view to making
them as simple as possible. This fact was recognized by the CCC and
expressed in the Preamble to the Kyoto Convention which was signed
in 1973. The Provisions of the Annex call for simplified Customs
formalities in order to be efficient. The simplification of Customs
procedures often leads to a reduction in the number of documents
required by Customs, thus further reducing the costs of importing and
exporting. The Kyoto Convention has the effect of simplifying and
harmonizing Customs legislation and consequently facilitates trade.

The Harmonized System Convention came into force on 1 January
1988. Contracting Parties are obliged to ensure that their Customs tariffs
and statistical nomenclatures for both imports and exports are in
conformity with the Harmonized System.

The HS is an internationally standardized system of names and
numbers for classifying traded products developed and maintained by the
World Customs Organization (WCO).

The HS Nomenclature comprises about 5,000 commodity groups
which are identified by a 6-digit code and arranged according to a legal
and logical structure based on fixed rules.

The first four digits are referred to as the heading. The first six digits
are known as a subheading. Countries that have adopted the Harmonized
System are not permitted to alter in any way the descriptions associated
to a heading or a subheading nor can the numerical codes at the four or
six digit level be altered. This is what keeps the Harmonized System
harmonized.

Individual countries may extend a Harmonized System number to
eight or ten digits for Customs purposes, and to eight or ten digits for
export purposes.

Correct and uniform application of the HS in an efficient manner
facilitates international trade and investment and promotes compliance
with fiscal and trade rules or laws. Misclassification of goods could lead
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to loss of revenue, evasion of trade controls, delays in clearance and
distortion of trade data.

A good nomenclature cannot be an absolutely rigid instrument. The
Harmonized System is of use only if it is kept in step with technical
progress. Timely implementation of the HS is very important, in order to
avoid having different versions in existence at the same time, and
consequent confusions in trade circle which could affect the reputation
of the HS. Equally important is the periodic updating of the HS in order
to prevent it from becoming obsolete.

The updating of the HS is a continuous process, requiring constant
effort by the WCO in a rapidly changing trade environment. A
considerable amount of time and resources have to be devoted to this
work in order to keep abreast of current requirements.

There is no doubt that the use of complex and obstructive Customs
formalities can be a significant barrier to free and open international
trade. Many challenging issues which are of relevance to Customs have
been talked about over the years.

For instance, there has been a continuous effort to standardize and
harmonize Customs formalities with the aim of simplifying and facilitating
international trade.

The International Convention on the Simplification and Harmonization
of Customs procedures (Kyoto Convention) entered into force in 1974
and was revised and updated to ensure that it meets the current demands
of governments and international trade. The WCO Council adopted the
revised Kyoto Convention in June 1999.

The Kyoto Convention is very comprehensive.

The Convention is in tree parts the Body, the General Annex and the
Specific Annexes (fig.). Both the General Annex and the Specific Annexes’

! «General Annex» means the set of provisions applicable to all the Customs
procedures and practices referred to in the Convention.
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are divided into Chapters. All Annexes and Chapters are accompanied by
Implementation Guidelines. These do not form part of the legal text. They
provide guidance to Customs agencies on administrative practices that will
help them to implement Kyoto effectively.

To become a party to the Convention a country must accept the Body
and the General Annex in their entirety. The General Annex and each
Specific Annex* consist of Chapters which subdivide an Annex.

The structure of the revised Convention

The Body sets out the basic provisions of Kyoto, and contains the
preamble (which sets out the goals and principles of the Convention) and
provisions relating to scope, structure, administration, accession and
amendment.

! «Specific Annex» means a set of provisions applicable to one or more
Customs procedures and practices referred to in the Convention. The term
«Customs procedure» in this context (as in the title of the Convention) is not
used in the narrow sense of the treatment assigned to imported goods; it covers
all provisions relating to a particular sphere of Customs activity.

348



Each Annex consists of an introduction summarizing the subject-
matter, followed by a set of definitions clarifying the main Customs
terms used and, finally, the provisions themselves, which set out the
rules governing the implementation of the procedure concerned. These
provisions take the form either of Standards, whose general application
and incorporation in national legislation are considered essential for
harmonization and simplification, or the form of Recommended
Practices, which are provisions recognized as constituting progress
towards the harmonization and simplification of Customs procedures,
and whose application is considered to be desirable. Both categories of
provisions may be accompanied by Notes, intended to indicate some of
the ways in which the relevant Standard or Recommended Practice
might be applied.

The revised Convention contains new and obligatory rules for its
application which all Contracting Parties must accept without
reservation.

Kyoto Convention is the blueprint for modern and efficient Customs
procedures in the 21st century. Once implemented widely, it will provide
international commerce with the predictability and efficiency that
modern trade requires. The revised Kyoto Convention elaborates several
key governing principles:

» of transparency and predictability of Customs actions;

» standardization and simplification of the goods declaration and
supporting documents;

» simplified procedures for authorized persons;

» maximum use of information technology;

» minimum necessary Customs control to ensure compliance with
regulations;

» use of risk management and audit based controls;

» coordinated interventions with other border agencies;

» partnership with the trade.

The adoption and implementation of the revised Convention will
deliver tangible benefits to all Contracting Parties by increasing
transparency and efficiency in Customs administration while contributing
to reduced transaction costs and enhanced trade security.

A quarter
of the Earth's estimated 5 million to 30 million plants, animals,
microorganisms and ecosystems is believed to be at risk of extinction
within 30 years. Their loss threatens not only the world's climate and the
maintenance of oxygen in the atmosphere, but also crop breeding and
such vital industries as those producing pharmaceuticals from plants.
Under the auspices of the UN, legal and technical groups worked out an
International Convention to save the Earth's disappearing plant and
animal species.

WCO AND WCS TO COLLABORATE ON ILLEGAL
WILDLIFE TRADE

BRUSSELS, 7 January 2016"

The World Customs Organization (WCQ) and the WCS (Wildlife
Conservation Society) signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
aimed at reducing the amount of illegal wildlife products moving across
international borders. The MoU was signed by Dr. Cristian Samper, WCS
President and CEO, and Kunio Mikuriya, Secretary General of the WCO.

As the criminal networks that profit from wildlife trafficking have
become more organized, the illegal cross-border trade in wildlife has
been made more sophisticated through the use of superior technology.
Stopping the trafficking of illegal wildlife and wildlife products is
essential to conserving endangered species such as elephants, tigers,
marine turtles, pangolins, and many others.

With the signing of this MoU, WCO and WCS agree to exchange
information, collaborate on policy decisions, and cooperate in multiple
ways in efforts to stop illegal wildlife trade. WCO and WCS affirmed
that the issue should be addressed through commensurate and oordinated
national, regional and international measures.

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Customs officials across the globe are on the front line in efforts to
prevent smuggling of illegal wildlife products across international
borders. A total of 180 governments are members of the WCO, representing
more than 98 percent of world trade. WCS staff members have
conducted training for WCO and Customs officials in many countries, an
example of beneficial collaboration that could expand under this
agreement.

Susan Lieberman, WCS Vice President of International Policy, said,
«By working side by side with those on the front lines of combating
trafficking, we collaborate to stop this scourge and enable more effective
conservation of endangered species».

«l am pleased to be able to count on the support of WCS to meet the
complex challenges posed by the illegal wildlife trade. Together we will
work to strengthen Customs enforcement capabilities and promote
exchange of information and partnerships between relevant stakeholders»,
said WCO Secretary General Kunio Mikuriya.

WCO and WCS are members of the Transport Task Force of United
for Wildlife, where both have worked collaboratively and productively
for the past year with other members to engage the transport industry in
efforts to halt wildlife trafficking.

The supply chain is the flow of parts and raw materials from their
point of origin to the factory gates, then through the factory as work-in-
process, and finally out of the factory as finished goods to be delivered
to the final customer.

A modern manufacturing operation might have hundreds of suppliers
providing different parts and components, and each of these suppliers
will in turn have their own suppliers providing simpler parts, raw
materials, etc. This is the upstream end of the supply chain. Similarly,
the downstream end of the chain might consist of distributors, multiple
customers, etc, and will involve batches of goods being shipped at
different times to different places.
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Supply chain management

During the whole process, from beginning to
end, inventory (e.g parts and goods) needs to be
stored in warehouses and distribution centres
and then transported as needed.

All of this involves a huge amount of
computerized information about the location of
inventory, its expected arrival time at the next
point, etc. This information has to be shared across many different
companies and IT networks: suppliers, customers, third party logistics
providers and the manufacturer itself. The management of this
information is critical to the success of the business.

So, supply chain management (SCM) makes sure that the right items
are in the right place at the right time and in the right quantities.

There are of course wider strategic issues:

¢+ How many suppliers should there be? And where?

+« Where should the production facilities, distribution centres and
warehouses be located?

+«+ What distribution channels should be used?

+« Which logistics companies should be used, both upstream and
downstream?

% How can IT be used to integrate all the processes, make them
more efficient, flag up potential bottlenecks, give clear signals of demand
downstream, etc?

¢+ How is cash flow and payment to all the parties involved in the
supply chain going to be managed?

The aim of SCM is to collaborate with all the supply chain partners to
improve the visibility and velocity of inventory.

Logistics

The word «logistics» refers to the practical issues surrounding
transportation, warehousing and inventory management. Logistics is the
process of planning, implementing and controlling the efficient, effective
flow and storage of goods, services, and related information from point
of origin to point of consumption for the purpose of conforming to
customer requirements.
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Where there is an external focus it's more or less a synonym for SCM,
but it can also have an internal focus, getting materials from site A to site
B inside a company at different stages of the business process.

The term «logistics» is also used in smaller companies where «supply
chain management» seems too grand.

The complexity of logistics

o It involves both inbound and outbound goods.

e It includes reverse logistics (e.g., when goods are returned to the
manufacturer, either because of customer returns, or overstocked inventory
at the retailers, or outdated merchandise that can no longer sell).

o It involves unloading items from one means of transport and
loading onto another. This can be at a distribution centre or warehouse.
